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Abstract

A model to administrate community Based Tourism (CBT) network of Chumphon Province,
it aims to study and evaluate the potential of CBT sites within Chumphon Province and adjacent areas,
and study a model to administrate CBT network of Chumphon Province suitably bringing to develop
and promote CBT to policy level of community area, provincial and provincial cluster tourism
network.

The result from survey and evaluate of twenty CBT tourism sites of Chumphon Province,
which it continuously remains to survey and linkage in the future, and ten tourism sites in Suratthani
and Ranong Province shown that they are general natural tourism sites, their potentials are in medium
level, Koh Pithak and sufficient economy center of Plern Chumphon Cabana Resort are at the high
level with the score of 2.80. Baan Klongrea has the high potential at 2.52 of six ecotourism sites. The
high potential of general nature based tourism and ecotourism goes for Bangson Ecotourism group
with the score of 2.33. Malin rafting group is defined as both nature-based tourism and soft adventure
tourism with the score of 2.47. It also found that 5 of 10 CBT sites of Suratthani and Ranong province
are ecotourism sites. Muangkluang has the highest score of 2.67. And there are 2 general natural
tourism sites which are Baan Naiwong and Hat Sompaen with the score of 2.00 and 1.60 respectively.
Moreover, Plearnprai Srinaga is only one tourism site that is considered as soft adventure tourism with
the score of 2.33. Beside, the tourism site that classifies as both nature-based tourism and ecotourism
is Bangbaimai with the score of 2.67. And the learning center of community ecosystem of Kanthulee
Sub-district Administrative Organization is considered as both nature-based tourism and soft
adventure tourism with the score of 2.07.

The potential of tourism carrying capacity consists of distance, linkage between tourism
sites, passing tourists and tourism activity relationship, Chumphon CBT routes and linkage with
Suratthani and Ranong’s CBT can be designed into five routes as following:

1. CBT network within Meuang —Pathio, learning of local livelihoods which depend
on marine and costal resources along with the sufficiency economy philosophy.
2. CBT network within Meuang-Sawi-Thungtago-Langsuan-Lamae, route going along
with sea cost passing high and medium potential tourism sites offering Thai Gulf sea view and learning
livelihoods and culture in community-based tourism sites.
3. CBT network within Meuang-Pato, travelling on the slop and sharp curve road with

mountain view and lush forest linking to Andaman costal tourism sites.



4. CBT networking route from Mountain to Sea consisting of Chumphon CBT
network, Natural agriculture and Tree Bank, from Mountain to Sea concept needing to offer identity and
different tourism sites as a new choice for tourists.

5. Tourism networking according to Royal Science, usage of sustainable natural
resources by conservation of wisdom, livelihood and culture of each community.

The research results from six Chumphon CBT network meetings and ten provincial level
network meetings and linking area being held, it found that it gained a process of cooperation
developing between communities and involving stakeholders including CBT exchange and passing
tourists among networking members which was managed under association of Chumphon
community-based tourism.

Four time meetings of Southern level network linkage found that there is cooperation in
pushing and implementing actions onto government policy level both provincial network and
Southern part level. In addition, the Southern CBT committee assigned that all processes are worked

under the Association of Southern community-based tourism.
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
