The success of long-term stable economic development in ASEAN countries
depends on both the stimulation of intra-regional demand, and to opening up
the region to outside demand. The ASEAN Economic Community has the
potential to meet these conditions for achieving longterm stable development
in this region. Free flows of goods, services, investment, capital and skilled
labor would promote both regional domestic demand on the one hand and
the competitiveness and attractiveness of this region in the global market on
the other. At the same time, ASEAN has the potential to play an important
role in re-balancing the global economy, by promoting demand growth in the
regional market. In light of recent challenges in this region, we have analyzed
the progress of liberalization in major sectors as the region moves toward the
ASEAN Economic Community (AEC). The objective of this research project is to
develop quantitative measures regarding three core elements of the ASEAN
Blueprint, in order to trace the progress toward the AEC. These elements are
the free flow of services, goods, and investment. The expected role of our
quantitative measures is to facilitate the implementation of the AEC Blueprint
by ASEAN countries. In the process of implementing the Blueprint, progress
toward the goals needs to be made clear, in order to ensure that all members
continue implementing the necessary policy measures, and to prevent any
member countries from falling behind. Quantitative measures can play a

useful role in highlighting milestones and signposts on the path towards the
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ultimate goals. Regarding the degree of free flow of services, we have studied
air transportation, maritime services, and telecommunication services by
developing restrictiveness indices. In the case of the freedom of flow of goods,
we have analyzed logistics service liberalization, focusing on customs
procedures and national Single Windows. Trade cost estimation between
ASEAN countries and major trading partners has been carried out using
commodity trade statistics. The freedom of flow of investment has been
studied by focusing on quantitative measures of FDI restriction and
investment-related issues in order to provide assessments of FDI policy
regimes and the FDI policy environments of the ASEAN countries. Our
quantitative measures have been developed using various methods, such as
questionnaires, statistical analyses, and firm-level surveys. There has been
close collaboration with many researchers from various countries including 10

ASEAN countries.

De facto economic integration through the development of international
production and distribution networks in East Asia is one of the key factors
behind the remarkable economic growth in the region. East Asian countries

have now come to the stage of deepening regional economic integration by
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actively forming bilateral and plurilateral FTAs. In the process, ASEAN has been
emerging as the hub of both aspects, de facto and de jure, of economic
integration in East Asia. The ASEAN Economic Community (AEC), in particular, is
a new and innovative initiative, and its successful establishment is regarded as
a vital step to maintain the economic dynamism in East Asia as a whole. The
first part of the project was devoted to developing quantitative measures to
provide several snapshots of the progress in selected key policy pillars in the
AEC Blueprint, namely services liberalization, trade facilitation and investment
liberalization, with the objective of facilitating on-schedule implementation of
the AEC Blueprint. The quantitative measures were designed (1) to visualize
the process of policy reforms consistent with the AEC Blueprint, (2) to provide
a framework under which milestones and end goals for each element can be
defined, and (3) to evaluate the current status and the progress towards the
milestones and end goals.

For the last decades, East Asian countries have been exploring and exploiting
the potential benefits of regionalization, taking advantage of geographical
proximities and diversities. Although intraregional trade has been intensified
during the process, the East Asian economy continues to rely heavily on the
rest of the world, such as the United States (US) and the European Union (EU).
In view of the increasing concerns over the world economy, triggered by
soaring crude oil prices and financial instability spreading worldwide from the
US, there are reasons to suggest that the region strengthens its self-reliant
efforts to address further trade and investment policy arrangements that will
be beneficial to the East Asian region as a whole, while continue to adhere to
the concept of open regionalism. The proliferation of free trade agreements
(FTAs) in East Asia has been seen largely in this context. This proliferation,
however, has failed to provide a seamless regional market and production
base that benefits the whole region. In an effort to correct this, ASEAN has
moved beyond the ASEAN Free Trade Area (AFTA) to achieve a higher degree
of economic integration. It has recently formulated a Blueprint to realize the
ASEAN Economic Community (AEC) by 2015. The successful implementation of
the AEC Blueprint will give a boost to deepening economic integration in East
Asia. Recognizing the above, this “Deepening Economic Integration” project
aims at developing a policy framework to strengthen the AEC and its role in

deepening economic integration in the wider East Asian region. The policy
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framework will be based on further conceptualization of critical issues and is
supported by evidence-based analysis and rigorous empirical studies.

The research project begins with a careful review of the AEC Blueprint. The
AEC Blueprint envisages the following four key characteristics: (a) a single
market and production base, (b) a highly competitive economic region, (c) a
region of equitable economic development, and (d) a region fully integrated
into the global economy. It also provides a useful guide to the deepening of
economic integration in East Asia as a whole. The first phase of this research
has focused on the following four areas: (i) an in-depth examination of East
Asia’s development and challenges, (ii) critical issues in implementing the AEC
Blueprint, (iii) key investment issues, and (iv) key trade issues. In the first area,
the research identifies the primary factors that have led to the de facto
economic integration in East Asia. It presents a strategic framework to pursue
deepening economic integration that at the same time will contribute to
narrowing development gaps by further reinforcing those factors through
cooperative, collaborative, and collective efforts. This strategic framework also
provides a useful theoretical underpinning that helps structure and prioritize
the wide-ranging policy actions stipulated in the AEC Blueprint. In the second
area, the research has focused on several key issues: rules of origin, trade

facilitation, services liberalization, investment liberalization and facilitation,

competition policy, equitable economic development, and coherent external
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economic policy. The study is meant to supplement the efforts of the ASEAN
Secretariat by providing an analytical framework and further elaboration on as
well as potential expansion of the scope of the policy measures. It also gives
attention to the important aspects of implementation. Specifically on services
liberalization and competition policy, in-depth studies have been undertaken
(joint research projects). In the third area, the key determinants of foreign
direct investment (FDI) inflows in East Asia are reviewed by using two types of
gravity models. A notable feature of the research is its focus on intra-
developing Asian flows of FDI. On the fourth area, the vi research evaluates
the existing FTAs in the region, focusing on the impact of multiple rules of

origin and overlapping FTAs.

Vietnam's accession to ASEAN Free Trade Area (AFTA) has been an important
step in its integration into the world economy. Fukase and Martin use a
multiregional, multisector computable general equilibrium (CGE) model to
evaluate how different trade liberalization policies by Vietnam and its main

trading partners affect Vietnam's welfare, taking into account the simultaneous
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impacts on trade, output, and industrial structure.

They conclude that:

* The static economywide effects of AFTA liberalization to which Vietnam is
currently committed are small. On the import side, the exclusion of a series of
products from the AFTA commitments appears to limit the scope of trade
creation, and the discriminatory nature of AFTA liberalization would divert
Vietnam's trade from non-ASEAN members.

* Vietnam's small initial exports to ASEAN make the gains from improved
access to partner markets relatively modest. Since Singapore dominates
Vietnam's ASEAN exports and initial protection in Singapore is close to zero,
there are few gains from preferred status in this market.

* When Vietnam extends its AFTA commitments to all of its trading partners
on a most-favored-nation (MFN) basis, its welfare increases substantially-partly
because of the greater extent of liberalization, partly because the broader
liberalization undoes the costly trade diversion created by the initial
discriminatory liberalization, and finally because of the more efficient
allocation of resources among Vietnam's industries.

* AFTA, APEC, and unilateral liberalizations affect Vietnam's industries in
different ways. AFTA appears to benefit Vietnam's agriculture by giving it better
access to ASEAN market.

* Broader unilateral liberalization beyond AFTA is likely to shift labor from
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agriculture and certain import competing activities toward relatively labor-
intensive manufacturing. Reduced costs for intermediate inputs will benefit
domestic production. These sectors conform to Vietnam's current comparative
advantage and taking this step now seems a promising way to facilitate the
subsequent development of competitive firms in more capital and skill
intensive sectors. By contrast, more intense import competition may lead
some import substitution industries (now dependent on protection) to
contract.

* The higher level of welfare resulting from more comprehensive liberalization
implies that the sectorial protection currently given to capital-intensive and
strategic industries is costing Vietnam's economy as a whole, imposing
substantial implicit taxes on the rest of the economy.

* All of above suggest that AFTA should be treated as the important initial
step towards broader liberalization. Binding international commitments in
AFTA and, in due course, at the WTO, can provide a credible signal of
Vietnam's commitment to open trade policies that will help stimulate

upgrading of existing firms and investment in efficient and dynamic firms.

Using detailed data on trade and tariffs from 1992-2007,the authors examine
how the ASEAN Free TradeAgreement has affected trade with nonmembers and
external tariffs facing nonmembers. First, the paper examines the effect of
preferential and external tariff reduction on import growth from ASEAN insiders
and outsiders across HS 6-digit industries. The analysis finds no evidence that
preferential liberalization has led to lower import growth from nonmembers.
Second,it examines the relationship between preferential tariff reduction and
MFN tariff reduction. The analysis finds that preferential liberalization tends to
precede external tariff liberalization. To examine whether this tariff
complementarity is a result of simultaneous decision making, the authors use
the scheduled future preferential tariff reductions (agreed to in 1992) as
instruments for actual preferential tariff changes after the Asia crisis. The results
remain unchanged, suggesting that there is a causal relationship between
preferential and MFN tariff reduction. The findings also indicate that external
liberalization was relatively sharper in the products where preferences are likely
to be most damaging, proving further support for a causal effect. Overall, the
results imply that the ASEAN agreement has been a force for broader

liberalization.

Rules of Origin (ROO) set the criteria in determining the nationality of a product
and where a product was made. The importance of ROO has increased in the
past years as more countries engage in Free Trade Agreements (FTAs) and begun
treating goods differently according to where the product was made, along with
trade-specific preferences or restrictions to the imported good once its origin is
determined.

ASEAN is working towards establishing a Regional Comprehensive Economic
Partnershipl with its FTA partners. All five existing ASEAN+1 FTAs contain
provisions on trade facilitation. Although varying in their scope, specificity and
depth of commitments, they tend to cover several core areas and affirm the
application of international agreements, standards and instruments. A review of
trade facilitation performance shows that there are great disparities among
ASEAN countries and their FTA partners. Reform efforts in the area of trade
facilitation could be tracked regularly through a set of specially-compiled
indicators. The following policy recommendations could inform discussions on

trade facilitation coverage in the context of a wider agreement between ASEAN

Significant cost reductions are possible, but policy reform and international
cooperation are required to capture those gains.

Antimicrobial resistance (AMR) in bacteria, particularly in foodborne pathogens,
has increasingly become apparent in most parts of the world including ASEAN
countries, creating great impact on economy, human and animal health and
international food trade.

This paper highlights the thinness of rice trade relative to wheat and maize, and
the contrasting price volatility and tradability relations for wheat and maize,
which display a positive correlation, and for rice, which show an inverse relation.
The paper focuses on Southeast Asia, which hosts the world’s biggest rice
exporters and rice importers. Using the Granger causality tests to determine
correlation, the analysis concludes that very low global trading activity in rice
that tends to self-perpetuate its dampening effect on trade does not cause
extreme rice price volatility in the region, but the other way around. Rice-
importing countries appear to resort to self-sufficiency measures as insurance to
compensate for the high risks of unreliable rice supply and unaffordable rice
prices.

Free trade agreements are intended to spread high-quality goods to all member
countries without any barriers so that the standard of living and the wealth of
the member countries would be heightened. Tobacco, however, is not a typical
good. On the contrary, it is detrimental to human life. The more cigarettes are
smoked, the more harmis incurred by both the consumer and the people in the
same environment. Hence, the dissemination of tobacco products should be
controlled. This paper considers statistical data and relevant articles, and then
presents the negative impacts of free trade agreements. After a tariff reduction

of 5 percentage points resulting from the ASEAN Free Trade Agreement (AFTA),

the production of domestic and foreign cigarettes rose. Likewise, the tobacco
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consumption rate among adolescences expanded. Despite a wide-ranging
campaign to reduce smoking, the decline in the tobacco consumption rate in
other age groups was not as remarkable as it should have been. Moreover, AFTA
hindered the development of tobacco-control regulations. The government was
likely to soften the new regulations to avoid infringing on the free trade
agreement, whereas the tobacco industry worked to prevent such regulations in
the first place by threatening the government with the terms of the free trade
agreement. This paper, therefore, suggests that, in order to strengthen tobacco-
control schemes, tobacco products should be put on the exclusion list of free

trade agreements.

Investment in the hotel business is a core factor of the tourism industry and in
respect to the basis of free trade community, potentially leading to the ASEAN
Economic Community (AEC) in B.E. 2558 (2015), legal measures which are related
to the hotel business should be set rather to support than to obstruct
investment of foreign and domestic investors. The objective of this independent
research is to study and analyze whether Thai hotel business law is appropriate
and consistent with contemporary social environment. Are there obstacles to
promotion and development of hotel business? The study is done by comparing
Singapore's parallel law, regarding legal provisions as well as the hotel business
establishment procedures with Thai Law to find potential improvement of Thai
law. As a result, the author found legal obstacles related to the hotel
establishment, viz the Hotel Act B.E 2547, the Building Control Act B.E. 2522 and
the Environmental Public Health Act B.E 2535 which have complicated and
duplicated provisions.

This Study aimed to examine entrepreneurs’ understanding of the ASEAN
Economic Community integration, the effects of the ASEAN Economic
Community on the tourism business in Chiang Mai , and the preparation of
tourism businesses in Chiang Mai Province for the ASEAN Economic Community.
First of all, primary information and data were gathered by questionnaire.The
number of sample were calculated by the Yamane method and sampling used
guota means from the member of Chiang Mai Tourism Business Association,
which divided into 8 categories of business, totalling 140 samples.

The results of competitiveness on the
tourism business of potential ASEAN member counties and the competitive
level of Thailand tourism business showed that Malaysia, followed by Singapore
and Philippines are the top three potential ASEAN member countries in
competition with Thailand tourism business, if there is ASEAN Economic
Community integration, in 2015. The result of the challenges/constraints
expected to be an effect, if there is ASEAN Economic Community integration in
2015 showed that the level of challenges/constraints expected is in the range of
medium and maximum level.

The performance of foreign direct investment (FDI) activities of multinational
enterprises (MNEs) is influenced by several factors. The main objective of this
research is to investigate the performance-related issues of Japanese FDI in 4
dynamic ASEAN (Association of Southeast Asian Nations) economies;

The empirical study focuses on the Japanese affiliates
established in the manufacturing sectors in ASEAN 4. The study investigates the
performance of the two ownership-based entry strategies :frequently used for
entering to less-developed countries (LDCs), namely, joint venture and
greenfieldwholly-owned affiliate. Three hypotheses have been formulated to
guide this study. The firsthypothesis suggests that the wholly-owned affiliates
will outperform the jointventures. In the second hypothesis, the study examines
whether the performanceof Japanese affiliates in ASEAN 4 in the pre-crisis period
is better than in thepost-crisis period. Finally, the third hypothesis states that
performance of thejoint ventures in the post-crisis period is worse than in the
pre-crisis period, andperformance of the wholly-owned affiliates in the post-crisis
period is better thanin the pre-crisis period.The impact of economic condition
and entry strategy on the performance ofoverseas affiliates are examined by

using 372 affiliates in 1995 and 396 affiliatesin 1998. Chi-square and Mann-
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Whitney test are used in this study. The resultsuggests that the performance of
wholly-owned affiliates tends to be better thanthat of joint ventures, but with
no statistical significance 1995, However,statistically significant differences are
confirmed between the performance of wholly-owned affiliate and joint venture
in 1998. After comparing performance between the pre-crisis and the post-crisis
period, the result is in the hypothesizeddirection that the performance in the
performance in the pre-crisis period is betterthan in the post-crisis period, but it
is not significant. Lastly, the result of thestudy indicates that, although there is
no significant difference, perfonnance ofthe joint ventures in the post-crisis
period is worse than in the pre-crisis period,while performance of the wholly-

owned affiliates is better.
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This study is about the factors affecting foreign direct investment in the ASEAN
Economic Community. The objective of this research is to study the factors that
affect foreign direct investment into the ASEAN Economic Community in the
case of Indonesia, Malaysia, Philippines and Thailand. The data were of the
panel type and the secondary data which used the annual reports of Indonesia,
Malaysia, Philippines and Thailand from 1990 — 2010. The estimation methods
are the Panel Unit Root Test, the Panel Cointegration Test and the Panel Model
both the Fixed Effect Model and the Random Effect Model. According to the
results of the analysis, market size, the degree of openness and the degree of
financial liberalization, are factors which affect levels of foreign direct
investment, the factor in the cost of labor and foreign direct investment has

negative relationship. The quality of labor has no affect on foreign direct
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investment. The results of the study provide criteria that the government can
use when designing policies aimed at and policy for support and competition to
attracting on foreign direct investment, and maintaining appropriate levels of
foreign direct investment. The government must ensure the promotion and
development of the market in order to encourage growth within rate of the
economy. It must also implement effective the export-import policies and
policies relating to the opening of the country, which can increase efficiency. In
addition, there must be a carefully defined and planned policy of financial
liberalization. Finally, the wages of labor and the quality of the work-force
should be developed simultaneously in order to enhance the efficiency of labor
increases.

Objectives

-This study aims to analyze the content industry, considering itsstructure and
contribution to the economy, based on industry/marketdata and national
statistics, as well as case studies describing rippleeffects, industry-wise and
country-wise, such as imports and exports.The study also overviews the policy
measures taken in each country toassess the government’s current role in

promoting industry growth.

Secondly, taking into account the opinions of government and industry/

(AIA) and the ASEAN Investment Guarantee Agreement (ASEAN IGA). It is an
improved agreement which is comprehensive, up to date and it comprises
principles of investment. The ACIA reaffirms the four main pillars of international
investment principles i.e. liberalization, protection, promotion and facilitation of
investments. The ACIA will enter into force once all members of ASEAN have

completed the ratification and notified the Secretary General of ASEAN.

Investment liberalization under the ACIA shall be progressive whereas Member
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Countries shall maintain their level of openness not less than that under the
AlA. The ACIA adopts the negative list approach to investment liberalization and
improves the liberalization obligation by adding the principle on the prohibition
of performance requirements and the principle of senior management and
board of directors. The ACIA also extends the scope of application to portfolio
investment and the benefits for investors who are permanent residents in ASEAN
Member Countries and ASEAN-based foreign investors. Investment promotion
and protection under the ACIA provide for the same scope of protection as that
under the ASEAN IGA. However, the ACIA is comprised of investment protection
provisions that are more detailed, transparent and concrete, especially the
procedure relating to the compensation in cases of strife and expropriation or
nationalization, as the provision on the investor-state dispute settlement. Being
a party to the ACIA will lead to an increase of foreign direct investment in
Thailand and enhance Thailand’s competitiveness, which are essential to the
efficient integration of ASEAN Economic Community. Therefore, Thailand should
be aware of Thailand’s legal preparedness in order to comply with the

Since the financial crisis in the late 1990s, Asian governments have been
considering strengthening regional monetary and financial cooperation. Proposals
have ranged from the Asian Monetary Fund to common currencies. During the
past two years, China, Japan, Korea, and the member-states of ASEAN have
established a set of financial facilities under an agreement made in Chiang Mai,
Thailand. The Chiang Mai Initiative (CMI) mobilizes a portion of the very large
reserve holdings of its members for financial stabilization in a crisis. Organized
under the "ASEAN plus three" grouping, these arrangements do not include the
United States or other countries outside the region.The CMI thus raises several
important questions: Under what terms will financing be extended on a regional
basis? Is it likely to stabilize or destabilize international capital flows? What will
CMI’s relationship be to the International Monetary Fund and other official
financial institutions? How should governments build on these arrangements in

the future? Could they provide the basis for broader integration of the East Asian
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region?This study examines the case for and against regional financial
arrangements in East Asia, describes the CMI, compares it to financial
arrangements in other regions, and recommends how the Initiative can preserve
its complementarity to multilateral institutions and be strengthened in the
future. The study specifically addresses the concerns of Americans, Europeans,
and multilateral organizations, assessing the pros and cons of such regional

experienced the skyrocketing growth in both real and financial sectors over the
past two decades. During that period, stock markets in these ASEAN countries
have boomed and become investment icons for international investors. This
dissertation investigates the underlining characteristics of stock markets in
Indonesia, Malaysia, the Philippines, Singapore, and Thailand through empirical
analyses.

Chapter one reviews the economic cooperation and financial development in
the ASEAN countries. The basic characteristics of their stock markets are also
discussed.

Chapter two indicates that ASEAN stock markets, except for the Philippines,
share a long-run co-movement, implying that an effective long-term
diversification of an investor's portfolio among these stock markets cannot be
achieved. The finding reveals that the stock markets of Malaysia and Singapore
are under-performed relative to their long-term trends and classified as trend-

dominated markets, whereas those of Indonesia and Thailand are cycle-
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dominated since the market indices outperform their trends.

Chapter three verifies that the ASEAN's stock price indices and nominal exchange
rates are bound together in a long-run relationship. A positive stock
price/exchange rate relation through the inflationary effects is observed for
Indonesia, Malaysia, and the Philippines, while the asset view of the exchange
rate justifies the negative relation for Singapore and Thailand. The causality from
stock prices to exchange rates is observed in all ASEAN countries, yet the reverse
relationship is observed only for Malaysia, Singapore, and Thailand. Thus, foreign
investors are recommended to adopt different investment strategies across
ASEAN financial markets because of the diverse relationships between stock
prices and exchange rates.

Chapter four reveals that the ASEAN stock markets are generally linked to their
macroeconomic variables in both long and short run. Moreover,the ASEAN stock
price indices cause and are caused by their macroeconomic variables in the
Granger sense. Thus, we note that ASEAN stock markets are inefficient.
Therefore, investors are encouraged to thoroughly observe economic
performances in the ASEAN region to maximize their earning opportunities from
these stock markets.

Regarding policy implications, policy makers should be cautious in their

implementation of foreign exchange and macroeconomic policies since they

have ramification effects on respective stock markets, and vice versa. Moreover,
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the finding of cointegrated ASEAN stock markets means that there is a need for
policy coordination among the ASEAN to mitigate the impacts of financial

fluctuations. Greater policy coordination, including the reduction or removal of
trade and investment barriers, will be essential if these countries are to exploit

the advantages of financial interdependence.

The major
achievements of regional multilateralism - normative frameworks for economic
and security relations—have come through largely unaffected by the crisis. The
prime objective of regional policies—internal security—has ensured a continued
priority for economic growth and open liberal economic development; and the
priority to settling disputes by peaceful means has not changed. Some
weaknesses will continue—ASEAN enlargement for example— but these are
largely not related to the crisis. Regionalist impulses have been strengthened by
the crisis, but are likely to continue to remain supportive of the global

Thailand,” aimed to study policies and institution arrangement for managing
international migration as part of regional cooperation initiatives and bilateral
agreements. The study emphasized on the finding out why the current
management of sending workers and protecting workers has not been effective.
The data used for the analysis came from two main majority sources: 1) the
quantitative data, including primary data on possible solutions, strategies, the
secondary sources from Socio-Economic Survey (SES) and information where
necessary to explain the socio-economic impact of migrant worker families; and
2) the qualitative study where collected from interview of key informants, focus
group discussion with families of migrant workers, governments, brokers, and
etc. As data allow, cost benefit analysis for out migration as well as in migration
from government intervention programs was applied.  The theory of push and
pull factors were used for describing reasons forced migrant workers to work

overseas. As of the study, there was the evidence that pointed out that poverty

and indebtedness were push factor for both emigration and immigration while
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higher income in the destination countries was the pull factor. The study further
found that both of emigration and immigration were beneficial in

various aspects including increase the gross domestic product (GDP) in both
country of origin and destination country. Remittance was an important source
of the country development budget, increase the level of national saving, and
improve income distribution.

However, it was due to the fact that most of migrant workers were from low
educational background, thus most of them become victims of exploitation and
human trafficking from the agencies and employers in particular undocumented
workers. Even though, Thai government has many of laws and regulations
regarding prevention and protection migrant workers, such as labor law and
labor protection act; and the memorandums of understanding (MOUs) in
regional and bilateral level, these have not been effective due to the weakness

in law enforcement of the authorities.

To a considerable extent, TLM in Southeast Asia is
attributed to a widening gap in the level of national development among
countries in the region, associated with contrasting economic growth
performance. This contributed to a greater number, and a more varied mix, of
job opportunities in the more developed countries, and associated much higher
wage rates than in the lower income Southeast Asian countries.. In addition, we
suggest that supply-side factors were important determinants of TLM out of less
developed countries in Southeast Asia. The paper also examines national
policies towards migration, and in particular how countries have coped with
increasing numbers of undocumented (illegal) migrant workers. Later sections
deal with the role of a regional agreement in services based on the multilateral
General Agreement of Trade in Services (GATS) in facilitating the movement of
skilled and professional workers, and business people within the region. It finds
that agreements made by the Southeast Asian countries within the ASEAN
regional grouping have made only modest new commitments to TLM beyond
those made through GATS. They have also qualified those commitments quite
heavily to ensure that the country retains, at least potentially, policy flexibility

for the protection of domestic workers. The paper closes with a few brief

This study examines the growth of population and the changing structure of
employment in four megacities in South-East and East Asia: Jakarta, Bangkok,
Manila and Taipei over the 1980-1990 period. As all these megacities have
influenced the population and employment structure in a region extending well
beyond their official boundaries, three zones are defined for each megacity: the
metropolitan core, and an inner and an outer ring. The metropolitan core in
each case is the officially defined metropolitan area. Addition of the two rings
approximately doubles the population under consideration, to almost 16 million
each in the cases of Jakarta and Manila. The inner ring is the zone of greatest

change. It has received net migration from both the metropolitan core and from
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other parts of the country. Its employment structure has changed the most
dramatically, because of location of many factories and other economic
enterprises outside the metropolitan boundaries, and also because of the
growth of housing estates, many of whose residents commute to work in the
city core. The study concludes that studies of demographic and employment
change in major metropolitan areas are enriched by the adoption of a zonal

ASEAN member states (AMSs) intend to establish the ASEAN Community by
2015. A key component of this goal is the formation of the ASEAN Economic
Community (AEC). The AEC Blueprint was initiated to facilitate and monitor the
implementation of the AEC during the period 2008-2015. Competition policy will
play an important role in the achievement of the AEC. There has been
significant progress in regional cooperation to achieve the competition policy
targets listed in the AEC Blueprint. Even though only half of AMSs have
implemented competition laws, regional cooperation in this area has been fairly
strong. The main emphasis has been on publishing regional guidelines and a

handbook on competition policy in ASEAN as well as capacity building activities.
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There needs to be a renewed impetus to implement national competition laws
in AMSs that have not done so. There also remain significant opportunities for
enforcement cooperation and pooling of resources for capacity building in
competition policy in the region.

Policy 2.1.1 Competition policy can be broadly defined as a governmental policy
that promotes or maintains the level of competition in markets, and includes
governmental measures that directly affect the behaviour of enterprises and the
structure of industry and markets. Competition policy basically covers two
elements: 2.1.1.1 The first involves putting in place a set of policies that
promote competition in local and national markets, such as introducing an
enhanced trade policy, eliminating restrictive trade practices, favouring market
entry and exit, reducing unnecessary governmental interventions and putting
greater reliance on market forces. 2.1.1.2 The second, known as competition
law, comprises legislation, judicial decisions and regulations specifically aimed at
preventing anti-competitive business practices, abuse of market power and anti-
competitive mergers. It generally focuses on the control of restrictive trade
(business) practices (such as anti-competitive agreements and abuse of a
dominant position) and anti-competitive mergers and may also include

provisions on unfair trade practices. 2.1.2 For the purposes of the Regional
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Guidelines, the term “competition policy” refers to public policies and general
governmental directions aimed at introducing, increasing and/or maintaining
competition. It does include, but it is not limited to, “competition law”, which
refers, more in particular, to legal acts (in the form of laws, regulation,
guidelines, etc.), including the establishment and maintenance of a competition
regulatory body, aimed at preventing anti-competitive business practices, abuse
of market power and anti-competitive mergers. Hereinafter, the Regional
Guidelines will use the general term “competition policy”. 2.2 Main Objectives
and Benefits of Competition Policy 2.2.1 The most commonly stated objective
of competition policy is the promotion and the protection of the competitive
process. Competition policy introduces a “level-playing field” for all market
players that will help markets to be competitive. The introduction of a
competition law will provide the market with a set of “rules of the game” that
protects the competition process itself, rather than competitors in the market. In
this way, the pursuit of fair or effective competition can contribute to
improvements in economic efficiency, economic growth and development and
consumer welfare.

2.2.1.1 Economic efficiency: Economic efficiency refers to the effective use and
allocation of the economy's resources. Competition tends to bring about
enhanced efficiency, in both a static and a dynamic sense, by disciplining firms

to produce at the lowest possible cost and pass these cost savings on to
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consumers, and motivating firms to undertake research and development to
meet customer needs. 2.2.1.2 Economic growth and development: Economic
growth—-the increase in the value of goods and services produced by an
economy - is a key indicator of economic development. Economic
development refers to a broader definition of an economy's well-being,
including employment growth, literacy and mortality rates and other measures
of quality of life. Competition may bring about greater economic growth and
development through improvements in economic efficiency and the reduction
of wastage in the production of goods and services. The market is therefore able
to more rapidly reallocate resources, improve productivity and attain a higher
level of economic growth. Over time, sustained economic growth tends to lead
to an enhanced quality of life and greater economic development. 2.2.1.3
Consumer Welfare: Competition policy contributes to economic growth to the
ultimate benefit of consumers, in terms of better choice (new products), better
quality and lower prices. Consumer welfare protection may be required in order
to redress a perceived imbalance between the market power of consumers and
producers. The imbalance between consumers and producers may stem from
market failures such as information asymmetries, the lack of bargaining position
towards producers and high transaction costs. Competition policy may serve as a
complement to consumer protection policies to address such market failures.

2.2.2 In addition, competition policy is also beneficial to developing countries.
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Due to worldwide deregulation, privatisation and liberalisation of markets,
developing countries need a competition policy, in order to monitor and control
the growing role of the private sector in the economy so as to ensure that
public monopolies are not simply replaced by private monopolies. 4 ASEAN
Regional Guidelines on Competition Policy Chapter 2 : Objectives and Benefits of
Competition Policy 2.2.3 Besides contributing to trade and investment policies,
competition policy can accommodate other policy objectives (both economic
and social) such as the integration of national markets and promotion of
regional integration, the promotion or protection of small businesses, the
promotion of technological advancement, the promotion of product and
process innovation, the promotion of industrial diversification, environment
protection, fighting inflation, job creation, equal treatment of workers according
to race and gender or the promotion of welfare of particular consumer groups.
In particular, competition policy may have a positive impact on employment
policies, reducing redundant employment (which often results from
inefficiencies generated by large incumbents and from the fact that more
dynamic enterprises are prevented from entering the market) and favouring jobs
creation by new efficient competitors.

2.2.4 Competition policy complements trade policy, industrial policy and

regulatory reform. Competition policy targets business conduct that limits

market access and which reduces actual and potential competition, while trade
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and industrial policies encourage adjustment to the trade and industrial
structures in order to promote productivity-based growth and regulatory reform
eliminates domestic regulation that restricts entry and exit in the markets.
Effective competition policy can also increase investor confidence and prevent
the benefits of trade from being lost through anticompetitive practices. In this
way, competition policy can be an important factor in enhancing the
attractiveness of an economy to foreign direct investment, and in maximizing
the benefits of foreign investment. 2.2.5 Each AMS may decide which of the
objectives it wishes to pursue, taking into account its own national competition

policy needs.

This paper examines the effects of internal and external sources of knowledge
on the introduction of new products based on new technologies or information
at firms which responded to a questionnaire survey conducted in four Southeast
Asian countries. The results confirm that local firms make full use of locally
available sources of new technology or information to achieve product
innovation. On the other hand, foreignowned firms depend mainly on internal
R&D capacities and also possibly upon cooperation with local universities. These
findings highlight the fact that local firms complement their lack of internal
resources for product innovation with external knowledge sources.

1. The Flight from Defence to Civilian Space: Evolution of the Bangalore
Aerospace Cluster (Sunil Mani)

The paper maps out the contours of the aerospace cluster in Bangalore, India
and tracks its evolution from one dominated by defence contracts to one that is
having civilian aircraft ambitions. All the leading constituents of the sector are
identified and the knowledge flows between the various agents charted out. The
study concluded with a comparison of the performance of the cluster in terms
of exports and competitiveness and also delves on the policy instruments that
are required for placing the industry on a sure flight path.

2. Production Linkages and Industrial Upgrading: Case Study of Indonesia’s
Automotive Industry (Haryo Aswicahyono and Pratiwi Kartika)

This study is on the subject of global production network and its impact on
domestic industrial upgrading through technology spillover, using a case study of
Indonesia’s automotive industry. For this purpose, this study uses secondary
data and conducts interviews of two business associations, seven autoparts
makers, and one car manufacturer. The result indicates the importance of
Japanese investors in the development of Indonesia’s automotive industry and

in the technological learning of Indonesian engineers. This implies a need for the
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Indonesian economy to remain open to foreign investors with the intention of
continuing their contribution to the development of local industry and
improvement of local capabilities. The MNCs’ (Multinational companies)
authority to allocate their activities across countries should also be a
motivational factor for Indonesia to provide established industrial areas and
international-quality service links in order to attract MNCs to locate their high
value-added activities in Indonesia.

3. Linkages for Fostering Innovation Activities — Case Studies of firms in E&E
Sector of Penang Cluster - Malaysia (Avvari V. Mohan)

Penang, a small island state in the northern part of Malaysia adopted a strategy
somewhat akin to industrial clustering in the 1970s and was been able to reap
economic benefits. But recently, given the emergence of other low cost
manufacturing locations within Asia that could attract these players, there has
been a discussion of the need for ‘upgrading’ the Penang cluster needing the
firms to go up the value chain and innovate in order to maintain
competitiveness. Thus it was felt that a study on what are the linkages emerging
between firms and institutions for supporting innovation is warranted — and the
study was done based on case studies of firms located in the Penang Island of
Malaysia. With the exception of MNCs and one Local firm, most of the

Innovations taking place could be categorised as incremental. In the case of the

SME/SME firms — the Innovation was designing products for differentiating or
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when seeking new material for cost competitiveness. Motivations for the
Innovation seemed to more for gaining or maintaining strong market position
and opening up new markets. There appears to be no explicit collaboration for
innovation among most of the firms within the cluster — collaboration seems
more with suppliers or customers. In the case of MNCs and some local firms
with international presence there is extensive movement of engineers between
their different global locations. Those firms with innovation for product
differentiation seem to have stronger links with universities — within cluster and
in other clusters. Overall Penang’s E&E sector can be seen as an internationally
linked cluster. It’s a cluster that is based on supporting policies and institutions
(actors) that provide support for innovation, both at the national level and the
regional level and driven by foreign MNCs and now also local MNCs. In general
interviewees all agree on (1) Human Capital (2) Low Costs (3) Entrepreneurial
Culture and (4) Pro Industry Policy as key factors for the development of
Innovation activities in the Penang region. Penang Skills Development
Corporation (PSDC) is a unique institution developed for the cluster that has
good links with the firms and plays an important role.

4. Case Study of the Electronics Industry in the Philippines: Linkages and
Innovation (Mari-Len Reyes-Macasaquit)

The Philippine electronics industry is one of the most critical industries in the

Philippines. In 1996, it has surpassed the agriculture sector as the top export
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earner of the country and has not been toppled from that position ever since. In
its more than three decades of existence, the industry has concentrated on the
lowest segment of the value chain, assembly and testing, and have seemingly
created a niche in this area, particularly in semiconductor electronics. However,
this study found that even in that position, electronics firms in the Philippines
have done upgrading covering products, processes and substantial organizational
innovation. There were exceptional firms that have moved up the value chain
and into design and more advanced production processes. The location of these
firms, indeed, the industry’s concentration in CALABARZON has enabled the
transfer and exchange of knowledge coming more strongly from the production
side, than from the holders of knowledge such as the academe, research
institutions and other sectors. The participation of the firms in the regional and
global production networks have also contributed to their upgrading efforts. In
turn, the industry has transformed the region into a manufacturing/industrial hub
that augured well for local economic development. This study which looked at
cases of ten electronics firms located in CALABARZON provides detailed account
of inter-firm production linkages and collaboration with knowledge stakeholders
as pathways toward industrial upgrading and innovation. It was found that
production linkages are the stronger mechanism and that internal strategies and

toolkits by the firms themselves drive their innovative activities as stimulated by

competitive pressures and demands of customers. Insights from this case study
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would contribute towards developing the framework for the establishment of a
pan-industrial corridor in the Asian region taking into account the participation of
Philippine electronics firms in the regional production networks.

5. Thai Automotive Industry: Opportunities and Challenges (Somrote
Komolavanij, Chawalit Jeenanunta and Veeris Ammarapala)

The automotive industry started in Thailand more than 50 years ago. This paper
seeks to trace the developments within the industry since then, that is, in terms
of technology transfer, research and development (R&D) as well as innovations
involving the automotive manufacturers and their suppliers, especially the local
(Thai) ones who supply automotive parts. Technology transfer and innovations
among local companies are among the indicators of sustainable growth within
the Thai automotive industry. In this study, ten companies in the automotive
industry were selected for interviews, which focused on the kinds of
relationships existing among the companies comprising the automotive cluster
of Thailand. Two of these companies were automotive manufacturers and eight
were auto parts makers (first, second and third tiers). Based on the interviews, it
was found that there were strong relationships between the automotive makers
and the suppliers. However, the relationships were in terms of support for and
technology transfer in the manufacturing process aimed at reducing
manufacturing costs and improving the quality of the auto parts rather than

achieving product innovation. The innovation of process improvement was done
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via the auditing process between the automotive manufacturers and the
suppliers, as is required by ISO/TS 16949. The automotive maker and
automotive supplier relationship was partly defined by joint product innovations
or technology transfer in product innovations.

6. The Process of Improving Technology and the Perspective of Domestic
Suppliers in the Motorbike Industry in Hanoi (Truong Chi Binh)

In the manufacturing scene in Vietnam, the motorbike industry is assessed as the
most developed one in recent years. Japan, Taiwan and China are the main
sources of foreign direct investments (FDI) in the industry with Hanoi and
neighboring areas as the main focus. The development of the motorbike
industry has significantly contributed to the establishment of domestic
enterprises involved in manufacturing and supply. Enterprises with 100-percent
Vietnamese capital have been able to manufacture and supply technology-
demanding components to multinational corporations (MNCs) such as Honda,
Yamaha, Piaggio, and VMEP in Vietnam and also export these to their parent
companies. However, there are only a few enterprises that can satisfy the
standards of multinational assemblers to be able join their production network.
The research of these enterprises is a practical lesson for developing the
motorbike industry as well as considering the development perspective of
supporting industries in Vietnam.

7. Empirical Analysis of Information Linkages and Capability in ASEAN Economies:
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Case of Indonesia, the Philippines, Thailand and Vietnam (Masatsugu Tsuji and
Shoichi Miyahara)

This paper refers to the channel by which a donor transfers technology to a
recipient as “Linkage,” which connects MNCs or large firms with local firms. This
paper attempts to identify (i) effective information linkages and (i) the capability
or potentiality of respondents for innovation, which is termed “Innovation
Capability.” The linkages themselves are not necessary conditions for achieving
innovation and upgrading, since information convoyed through them is useless if
the recipients do not possess the capability or potentiality to convert it to
applications or innovations. We conducted comprehensive surveys in four ASEAN
economies (Indonesia, the Philippines, Thailand and Vietnam), and received
approximately 700 responses. The surveys contained questions on information
linkages required for innovation and on the sources of information such as
university, public agencies, industry/trade organizations, and public R&D
institutions as well as MNCs. As a result, MNCs were identified as important
sources which transmit information through not only production but also human
linkages. With regard to necessary capability for connecting linkages, we
identified ODM, OBM and patent rights for the MNCs linkages, and patent right
for the public institutions. Lastly, this paper calculates probability of particular
capability for firms to connect with MNCs and public institutions, and these are

patent rights, top management who have experience working in MNCs, engineers
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with the level of college graduates, and granted licensing technology for the
MNC linkage.

8. Empirical Analysis of Innovation and the Proximity of Information Linkages in
ASEAN Economies: Case of Indonesia, the Philippines, Thailand and Vietnam
(Masatsugu Tsuji and Shoichi Miyahara)

The success factors of remarkable economic growth East Asian economies lie in
the agglomeration of firms in this region, being initiated by MNCs. The
agglomeration created another agglomeration in such a way that MNCs’ affiliated
firms, such as parts suppliers and supporting firms, were founded in locations
near the MNCs and local firms were developed due to technology transfer from
MNCs. This leads to the transformation of the regional economies into
innovative economies: transformation from agglomeration to innovation. A key
factor is information flow among all entities of the area; information is related to
technology, know-how, management, marketing and market, and on the sources
of information such as university, public agencies, industry/trade organizations,
and public R&D institutions as well as MNCs. The transmission channel of
information to firms is referred to as “linkages.” This paper classifies this into
four categories; (i) production; (i) research; (i) human; and (iv) other linkages.
Based on comprehensive surveys conducted in four ASEAN economies
(Indonesia, the Philippines, Thailand and Vietnam), and received approximately

700 responses. Based on the surveys, this paper attempts to identify rigorously
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which linkages are statistically significant for innovation. This paper is particularly
concerned with the proximity between firms and partners, and attempts to
examine whether neighboring or remote partners are more related to their
innovation. By rigorous econometric analysis, among the production linkages,
MNCs are identified. Government owned financial institutions government/public
research intuitions are found to be significant among research linkages. As for
human linkages, recruiting managers as well as engineers from various sources
such as MNCs, JVs or other large firms are found significant. Related to the
proximity, government-owned financial institutions located in the neighboring
areas and remote government/public agencies or government/public research
institutions are found to be significant. This paper also identified required
linkages for firms to upgrade from low to high level of innovation.

9. Learning and Innovation in Upstream-Downstream Relations: Mutual
Knowledge Exchanges and Types of Transferred Technologies (Tomohiro
Machikita and Yasushi Ueki)

This paper presents a simple model of knowledge creation as a result of face-to-
face communication between upstream-downstream relations. This also serves
to be an empirical investigation of mutual knowledge exchanges’ impacts of
knowledge production function in a survey of manufacturing firms in East Asia—

Indonesia, Thailand, Philippines, and Vietnam. Evidence from inter-connected

firms in developing economies suggests that firms which mutually exchange
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engineers with customers achieved more innovations than other firms. However,
one-way flow of knowledge with supplier is effective for product innovation but
not for mutual exchanges of engineers. We find that managerial experience with
foreign firms is an important technology for knowledge creation. Technology
transfer needs not only one-way face-to-face communication but also mutual

exchanges of knowledge.

Services B.E. 2553 (2010) (hereafter “The NBTC Act 2010°) brings about a
significant change and concrete action which ensures the development in
telecoms and broadcasting industry in Thailand. Such change and current
development deal mainly with the new law, the NBTC Act 2010, altogether with
the first establishment of the National Broadcasting and Telecommunications
Commission (NBTC), an independent convergent regulator. There are eleven
commissioners with various expertises who went through competitively selective
process and were formally appointed by the King. The convergent regulator
‘NBTC’ is divided into two sub-commissions; telecoms and broadcasting
commissions, for the reason that they can specifically perform their roles and
duties which fit mostly for each field.

Formerly, the long-term monopoly over telecoms and broadcastings was in the
form of concession contracts and state ownership or state-run administration.
The NBTC Act 2010, which is consistent with the Constitution of 2007 brings
about the significant change in telecoms and broadcasting market in Thailand as
it requires ‘liberalisation” in telecoms and broadcasting markets. The radio
frequency, which is national and scarce resource, will be allocated on market-
based approach (auction). The exclusive right for using the spectrum through
concession contract will completely ended (depending on their remaining
period according to concession contract). Under the new regime, the telecoms
and broadcasting market in Thailand have been gradually and continuously
developed resulting from the new regulatory framework and environment which
are carried out by the NBTC.

The United Nations Economic and Social
Commission for Asia and the Pacific (UNESCAP) conducts research on Asian roads
and works with member countries to identify financing sources for AH network
development. In relation to assessing ADB's contribution to regional roads, three
tasks are attempted in this paper: (i) an identification of ADBfinanced regional
roads and other kinds of roads in ADB's portfolio, (i) an estimation of ADB's
contribution to the AH network, and (i) the development of a map where ADB’s
contribution to regional road construction and infrastructure can be easily
juxtaposed with the AH network. The paper finds that regional highways have
been a notable and growing part of ADB's road portfolio since the 1990s,
particularly in ADB’s subregional programs such as the Greater Mekong
Subregion (GMS) and Central Asia Regional Economic Cooperation (CAREC)
programs. It also finds that ADB road investment has made a significant
contribution to the AH network, representing about two thirds of the network’s
core roads. While parts of the AH network have been completed, substantial
gaps still exist, including an estimated $43.8 billion required for priority projects.
As part of its mandate to promote better integration of Asian infrastructure, ADB
may have a role to play in addressing the financing, planning, and institutional
development of the AH network. Furthermore, strengthened coordination

among ADB, UNESCAP, and other actors can enhance both the AH network and

New initiatives to close the development gap and expand trade among
members of the Association of Southeast Asian Nations (ASEAN) are at the
forefront of policy discussion.

Where might
reform initiatives be deepened—and what are the relative impacts of such
reform steps? New analysis at the World Bank suggests examining two key
areas, among others: port facilities and competitiveness in the Internet services
sector. Reform in these areas could expand ASEAN trade by up to 7.5 percent
($22 billion) and 5.7 percent ($17 billion), respectively. By contrast, cutting
applied tariffs to the regional average in Southeast Asia—an important step—
could increase intra-regional trade by about 2 percent ($6.3 billion) (Shepherd
and Wilson 2007).

income. The finding shows that price elasticity is generally inelastic amongst all
countries of studies. These findings support to the theory of price inelasticity of
energy demand due to the assumption that energy remains a special
commodity due to its nature of lack of substitution. Any shift from oil to other
energy is difficult as it depends on equipment uses which are not easily to be
replaced. As a result, a unit change in price may not induce equal change in
quantity of demand. Although prices are inelastic, this study observed that price
elasticity in developing counties is more sensitive than in developed countries.
Among the countries studied, Thailand, Singapore and the Philippines have
shown to be price sensitive compared to other developing countries and
developed countries. For the income elasticity, this study also found that
income has been very sensitive towards energy consumption, except for
countries like India, China and Australia due to energy supply limitation in the
cases of India and China and to less energy intensive industrial structure in the
case of Australia. The price elasticity by energy type shows that TPES has a
smaller impact than TFEC and TFOC, and TFEC is smaller than TFOC in terms of
sensitivity of the price elasticity. Amongst other reasons, fuel subsidies may play
roles in the insensitivity of energy prices. The findings have policy implications as

Asia due to decades of robust and stable economic growth in the region. Said
economic growth has correspondingly led to increases in per capita income in
emerging economies in ASEAN and East Asia. Past empirical studies showed that
energy intensity —thus energy demand-- tends to grow at an early stage of
development. However, curbing the energy intensity remains central to green
growth policy. Thus, this study formulates the hypothesis on whether energy
intensity — thereby energy demand -- starts to fall as a country becomes richer.
Based on this hypothesis, this study aims to investigate: (i) the non-monotonic
relationship between energy demand and income levels in selected ASEAN and
East Asia countries; (i) the short- and long-run association of energy demand
with price and income level; and (iii) the country performance in curbing the
energy intensity. The study employs panel data model, pool-OLS, and historical
time series data of individual countries with Vector Error Correction Model (ECM)
for the analysis of the above objectives. The findings have suggested three major

implications. One, it found that energy intensity --thus energy demand -- has a
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trade-off relationship with income level which contributes to the theory of
energy demand. Two, energy demand has a trade-off relationship with income
level, albeit the fact that each country has a different threshold level, implying
that whatever the level of per capita income a particular country has, that
country can curb energy intensity if it has the right policies in place. And three,
countries with persistently increasing energy intensity will need to look into their
energy efficiency policies more aggressively to ensure that structural changes in

the economy do keep the energy efficiency policy to its core.

The increase in energy and food prices remains a challenge for the ASEAN
Economic Community (AEC). Understanding the dependence between energy
prices and food prices is imperative for the energy and food security for the
people of the ASEAN countries. The C-vine copula model is a flexible tool to
analyze the relationship between variables, in which the multivariate
dependence modeling. It offers us to define the relationship structure between
variables or we call pair-copula construction, according to the purpose of study.
This study is interesting to examine an influence of crude oil price on palm oil
price and soybeans price. The results can conclude that the change of crude oil
price has influence on the prices of palm oil and soybeans. Moreover, the
findings show that there exists the dependence between palm oil price and

soybeans price, and crude oil price is one factor that has influence on relation
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of their prices. However, the dependence structure of the static copula for
Crude oil-Palm oil (C,P), Crude oil-Soybeans (C,S), Palm oil-Soybeans (P,S), there
exists a weak positive dependence in each pair-copula. This indicates that the
price of each commodity is slightly related to the price of every other. In the
case of soybeans, the ASEAN members should cooperate and incorporate their
efforts to increase the capacity and performance in production to reduce relying

on soybeans being imported from outside the region.

Although ASEAN 4 countries (Indonesia, Malaysia, Singapore, and Thailand)
recovered their economy since year 1997, their exports were still less
competitive than China in all product categories in the U.S. market which was
the most important market for them. The main purpose of this study is to
measure the changes of export competitiveness reflected by effects of export

structure, competitive and interaction of the five competing countries (China,
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Indonesia, Malaysia, Singapore, and Thailand) in the period of 1997-2003. The
dynamic shift share analysis is adopted in this study. The main independent
variables that used to indicate the relatively expolt competitiveness of a
competing country are Export Structure Effect, Competitive Effect, and the
lteration Effect. Among these, the Export Structure Effect measures the effects of
different export industry compositions on the export competitiveness of each
country. Competitive Effect measures the effect of export growth rates on each
country's export competitiveness. The Interactive effect measures the composed
effects of both export composition and export growth rate on a country's
exports. The SITC 1 digit U.S. import data were adopted in the analysis. The
secondary data were mainly collected from U.S. Foreign Trade Highlights
websites and the provided information from U.S. consular office in Hong Kong.
The descriptive statistics was used to summarize the analysis results. The
calculation results showed that China had the highest competitiveness exporting
More-Labor Intensive Products to U.S. market compared with the ASEAN
members. China led Malaysia and Singapore and became the champion in
exporting Less-Labor Intensive Products. Competitiveness of Indonesia and
Thailand gradually declined in the two product categories over the study period.
Thailand did relatively better than others in Agriculture Products except the
years 2000-2002, but it was affected by the entrance of China in U.S. market.

Malaysia had the same situation in Primary Product. Indonesia was the only
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country that substantially improved its competitiveness in Agriculture and
Primary Products from having disadvantage, to having marginal competitiveness
over the study period. Singapore lost its competitiveness in all product
categories in U.S. market. The findings also indicated that China experienced the
biggest structure advantage and strong export growth in More-Labor Intensive
Products which made it superior to ASEAN countries. China also showed strong
export growth in Less-Labor Intensive Products, which it gained more export
competitiveness. Malaysia and Singapore showed positive Interactive Effect in
More-Labor Intensive Products and they experienced the negative Interactive
Effect in Less-Labor Intensive Product. The findings suggested that ASEAN
countries should adjust their export composition and production; set policies to
attract foreign investment. Singapore should utilize its investment to invest to
other countries. Both China and ASEAN should find other export markets besides

U.S. market; the bilateral trade agreement help ASEAN gain new markets.

In January 2010, China and the ten member states of the Association of
Southeast Asian Nations (ASEAN) officially sigcned and launched a free trade
agreement. This free trade, known as China-ASEAN free trade agreement
(CAFTA), has emerged as one of the most important in the world. The free trade
agreement provides a framework within which the trade and investment

between China and ASEAN will be conducted. Among other provisions, the free
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trade agreement significantly lowers tariffs and eliminates other non-tariff
barriers between China and ASEAN. The aim of the study was to investigate the
factors that affect the economy of the China-ASEAN free trade agreement. To do
this, two hypotheses were formulated and tested.

A HYBRID APPROACH If China does not participate in the TPP later this decade,
then another option for a pathway to a FTAAP would be a hybrid approach that
links the “hard” elements of the TPP and the “soft” elements of the intra-Asian
approaches to trade integration. Under such a scenario, the hybrid pact—the
FTAAP—would be an umbrella providing reciprocal obligations applying to TPP
and RCEP economies, while the more comprehensive and legally binding TPP
provisions would remain in force among the TPP signatories. Importantly, under
this scenario, the United States and China could continue to deepen their
commercial relationship without the strain of trying to directly incorporate China
into the TPP, or the cost of diluting the vitality of the TPP on trade and
investment among its signatories to accommodate China. Indeed, China and the
United States, each for its own political reasons and economic objectives, might

find it attractive to pursue such a hybrid approach to a FTAAP. What should a
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hybrid Asia-Pacific integration pact cover? As a first approximation, it is worth
looking at China’s most recent trade and investment initiatives in the region. A
prospective middle ground between the TPP and RCEP approaches seems to be
evolving within those concurrent Northeast Asia initiatives. South Korea and
China launched FTA talks in May 2012, and in 2013, a parallel negotiation
between China, South Korea, and Japan was launched. Although a bilateral or
trilateral trade pact 4/29/14 5:22 PM among these economies would comprise
obligations less comprehensive than those negotiated in the Korea-US FTA—
which served in many respects as the foundation for the TPP—these initiatives
could produce a deal in the large middle zone between the two sharply
distinctive integration paths of the Asia-Pacific region. Precedents for the deal
could also be drawn from economic cooperation provisions under construction
in the RCEP and from the environment chapter of the TPP, among others.
CONCLUSIONS The TPP and RCEP countries are pursuing parallel tracks toward
the APEC vision of economic integration that could be mutually reinforcing and
prepare Asia-Pacific economies for accession to a broader FTAAP. That said, the
TPP seems to have a firstmover advantage in terms of setting important
precedents for economic integration in the region that could critically shape the
pathway toward the FTAAP. Increasingly, more and more economies are looking
into the benefits and adjustment demands of gradually adopting TPP norms.

The rationale is straightforward: adopting the TPP’s “high standards” would
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complement prospective domestic economic reforms and help boost
productivity growth across the economy. In so doing, it would create new
opportunities for trade and investment, while improving the quality of economic
institutions and governance. To be sure, participation in the TPP entails
adherence to high standards and binding obligations that would constrain the
use of politically popular policies, a fact that has already slowed the integration
of China and other economies. If that presents intractable economic or political
problems, APEC members should consider a hybrid 4/29/14 5:22 PM approach
to constructing a FTAAP in the form of an umbrella agreement that serves as an
overlay to the RCEP and the TPP. First-mover effects could prove to be
important and encourage convergence toward the TPP as the primary platform
for regional economic integration. This will largely depend on TPP’s success in
attracting and incorporating new members after the talks conclude. If China
decides to participate in the TPP in the coming years, it will cement the TPP as
the template for both a FTAAP and an upgrading of the world trade rules. Of
course, in this regard, the political and economic climate within the United

States and China will play key constraining (or enabling) factors.

of Southeast Asian Nations (ASEAN) in partnership with AusHeritage was
endorsed in Ha Noi, Viet Nam in April 2002 at the 37th meeting of the ASEAN
Committee on Culture and Information (ASEAN-COCI). Subsequently,
representatives from COCI and AusHeritage met in Adelaide, Australiain October
2002 to explore a way forward. Jerry Reyes from the ASEAN Secretariat in Jakarta
and Haji Sumadi Sukaimi from Brunei Darussalam represented COCI, Brunei
Darussalam at the time being Australia’s ASEAN dialogue partner. Australian
participants at the meeting included lan Cook as the Australian project
coordinator, Vinod Daniel (Chair, AusHeritage), Keith Fernandez (AusHeritage
Treasurer), Kevin Sumption (AusHeritage Member, Powerhouse Museum) and
Heather Brown (AusHeritage Member, State Library of South Australia). The main
outcome of the Adelaide meeting was a proposal for a joint cultural mapping

workshop to be held in Australia. This was approved at the 38th meeting of
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ASEAN-COCI in March 2003 in Bandar Seri Begawan.The project was identified as
a capacity-building initiative for ASEAN organisations to promote the mapping of
their cultural assets at both local and regional levels. During the second week in
December 2003, twenty five delegates from the ASEAN-COCI including
representatives from each ASEAN country worked with fifty or so AusHeritage
members and industry associates at the Art Gallery of South Australia and
elsewhere along Adelaide’s North Terrace cultural precinct. The initiative to
develop a regional guide on cultural mapping was consolidated at the Adelaide
workshop stemming from a joint recommendation by the parties to produce a
guideline which would include a common definition of cultural mapping as well
as cover processes, content and potential areas for application in ASEAN
member countries. The 1995 publication Mapping Culture - A guide for cultural
and economic development in communitiesl was an important watershed for
cultural mapping in Australia and was influential in catalysing the cultural
mapping dialogue between ASEAN-COCI and AusHeritage. It also provided a
valuable starting point as we built on its premises and explored the content and
structure of an up-to-date account of culture mapping in the ASEAN-Australian
context. Outside Australia, the knowledge and experiential base for resource
mapping flourished since the publication of Mapping Culture and numerous
examples of mapping theory and practice are now available on the Web and in

print. It is important to note that many of these contributions of great interest to
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cultural mapping practice emanate from fields such as agricultural development,
natural resource management, land rights and tenure mapping. In this respect it
has been crucial to look at cultural mapping activities from the broadest
possible perspective and because there is no agreed, overarching theory and
philosophy of cultural mapping practice so far, we have worked through what
some grounding principles and related guiding doctrine might look like to
support a comprehensive outline of current thinking on the subject. At the heart
of such thinking are ideas associated with place, identity and participation. Some
topics such as collections mapping are new, interesting and valuable additions
to the field and are likely to expand in content and scope during the next few
years. On the other hand, the consolidation and evolution of the literature
related to community participatory mapping and spatial information systems has
grown enormously in little more than ten years and will continue to advance.
On top of these developments is the rise of the Internet as a potential vehicle
for individual and communitybased cultural mapping offering the opportunities
for millions of people across the world to participate in mapping their own
cultures. Considering this progress and the important cultural mapping work
occurring internationally, we have drawn on several best practice examples from
around the globe in addition to those from ASEAN and Australia. This approach
should appeal to a wide audience. Our goal is to encourage the broad adoption

of cultural mapping as a tool for heritage management, development and
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sustainability in local, national and regional environments. The guide is also

In November 2012, the leaders of the ASEAN+6 countries agreed to launch a
new FTA negotiation called the “Regional Comprehensive Economic
Partnership” (RCEP). In this paper, we conduct stocktaking studies of ASEAN’s

own FTA and five existing FTAs with 6 dialogue partner countries, to identify the
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possible benefits and challenges of RCEP. We find that the five “ASEAN+1 FTAs”
provide an insufficient level of liberalization, both in tariffs and services trade.
The coexistence of five FTAs with different rules of origin (ROOs) creates a
potential “noodle-bowl” situation which impedes the effective use of the FTAs.
Also, the China-Japan-Korea FTA and the Trans-Pacific Partnership (TPP) pose
challenges to the “ASEAN Centrality”.

Hong Kong proposed its possible accession to the ASEAN-China Free Trade Area
(ACFTA) in November 2011. This report examines how much Hong Kong’s
accession to ACFTA will impact on the trade in goods between ASEAN and
China. It is likely that the direct impact of Hong Kong’s accession will be minimal
on the trade in goods since re-exports account for 96.3% of Hong Kong’s total

exports, indicating that the value of Hong Kong-origin products is marginal.
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However stock operations using movement certificates (MCs) in Hong Kong,
which cannot be carried out in non-members of ACFTA, will facilitate the trade
in goods between China and ASEAN. As such stock operations are generally
carried out in places located near to final destinations, Hong Kong’s accession

will facilitate further ASEAN exports to China.

policy on overall economic performance in ASEAN5+3 and Thailand. The
relationship between fiscal policy and economic growth has been a highly
contentious issue among economists. Main economic theories differ in their
proposition on the role of fiscal policy. Classical economics believes that fiscal
policy has no long-term implication on output growth, while Keynesian
economics put forth its theory that fiscal policy does have both temporary and
permanent impact on the economy. With these seemingly opposing views, it is
crucial for the policy-makers and the public to understand the role of fiscal

policy particularly taxation and government expenditure on economic growth. It
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is imperative for policy-makers to better understand the role and implication of
fiscal policy. This dissertation titled “The Fiscal Policy Impact on Economic
Performance in ASEAN5+3: Empirical Analyses” comprises of two research
studies as follows: 1) “Assessment of Fiscal Policy Impact on Economic
Performances in ASEAN5+3” and 2) “Thailand’s Fiscal Policy Impact Analysis.”
The first paper would focus on examining the role of fiscal policy and economic
growth using the panel data for the five ASEAN countries and the Plus Three
countries (China, Japan, and Republic of Korea) using cross-sectional data during
the periods from 1979-2008. This study classifies fiscal policy into productive
versus non-productive expenditure and distortionary versus non-distortionary
taxation to examine in details how fiscal policy implemented by ASEAN5+3
countries has impacted growth. Other non-fiscal variables are also included such
as domestic investment, international trade, and labor iv force. The overall
results strongly suggest that fiscal policy in the ASEAN5+3 does have discernable
impact to explain the strong growth performances in the region. Moreover,
economic growth can also be attributed to higher domestic investment,
international trade, and prudent fiscal policy as the underlying factors in
supporting growth in the past decades. The second paper would focus
specifically on Thailand using the Vector Autoregression (VAR) and Vector Error
Correction Model (VECM) methods to identify the implication of fiscal policy

shocks on growth as well as analyze detailed components of tax and
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expenditure policies on economic growth in Thailand. The study finds that,
contrary to a priori expectation, the short-run fiscal policy implemented through
tax and public spending does not have significant impact on economic growth.
However, in the longer-term, fiscal policy show discernable impact on growth
particularly tax exhibiting negative impact and government expenditure showing
positive impact on growth. However, in the case of Thailand, public
consumption and its components show positive effects on growth, while public
investment does not seem to have positive impact on economic performance in
the longer-term. This serves as a critical illustration for Thai policy-makers to
improve the productivity of Thailand’s public investment spending in the
coming years. Overall, the main finding of the two researches is that fiscal policy
does have impact on growth in both positive and negative ways. Tax policy
generates negative impact on economic growth in which the government must
consider the costs and benefits of implementing specific tax policies in order to
minimize economic distortions and to ensure that the negative effect from
raising the fiscal resources would be offset by the positive effect after the fiscal
resources are deployed through spending policies. Public expenditures can have
positive impact on growth by its provisions of public goods, infrastructure
development, national security, law and order. However, some public spending

generates more positive economic effects than others. In Thailand, public

investment has not generated discernable positive growth impact on the
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economy. Public expenditure policy should reorient spending towards more
productive types in order to maximize the positive impact on economic growth
and development. Last but not least, it is hoped that these studies would shed
insightful findings and analyses that would benefit policy-makers in Thailand as
well as the Asian region responsible for fiscal policy formulation for the years to
come.

changes in the short term, most ASEAN countries have their trade balance
variables and real exchangs rates related to those of China. Countries in this
category include Cambodia, Thailand, the Philippines, Indonesia, Singapore and
Malaysia. In other words, most countries are able to adjust themselves from
being out of balance back into equilibrium in the long-term, with the exception
of Vietnam, for which the variables tested in this study do not suggest any link,
and Laos, for which no results could be produced.

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Japan, Korea, India and Australia/New Zealand. There is now an interest in
forming a larger regional agreement, for a couple of reasons. The first is that the
gains from integration are greater across wider areas with deeper coverage -
there is also an interest in deepening the commitments to integration. The
second reason is that there is a concern that the proliferation of trade
agreements adds to the costs of decision-making in international business. The
goal is therefore to achieve wider and deeper integration with lower costs to
business. The ultimate goal is to operate economies more efficiently and
achieve higher growth but the immediate task is to attain a higher level of
integration. A new wider economic agreement could be constructed in a new
set of negotiations, but the track that is preferred by ASEAN is to build up from
the ‘+1” agreements into a new ‘ASEAN++’ structure. There are advantages in
this approach given the degree of common membership of the agreements
under consideration. There is also a significant risk that any attempt to adopt a

top-down approach based on a new region-wide agreement could add yet
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another agreement to the existing ‘noodle bowl” and possibly one which is less
liberal, given the difficulty of reaching agreement across the larger number of
participants. This outcome will not contribute to the goals of wider and deeper
integration with lower costs to business. However, the bottom-up process is not
without these risks either, and a set of principles is important to manage those
risks. These risks might not be avoided completely but at least they can be
given attention and efforts made to reduce them. The focus in this project is on
the principles that might be applied in this circumstance and for these purposes.
The decision was made to concentrate on trade facilitation, rules of origin,
services and investment. The approach adopted in this work was to pay great
attention to the design and operation of production supply chains in the East
Asian region. When deriving relevant principles for the consolidation of
agreements, these features of the way that business actually works could then
be taken into account, with the expectation of producing richer insights for the
goals of designing a low risk path to wider and deeper integration and to lower

costs of doing business. The work began with a review of the treatment of the
various dimensions of the existing agreements. It was generally found that: ®

considerable impediments to trade and investment remain at economy level; ®

there is not a high degree of consistency within agreements, since commitments

by economy vary considerably; ® commitments can vary across agreements for
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the same economy; and ® commitments made in these agreements appear to
be less liberal than actual policy. This situation suggests that, despite its
advantages, there are challenges in the application of the bottom-up approach.
It also means that progress on the different components of a consolidated
ASEAN++ approach referring to goods, services, investment and trade facilitation
may have different requirements. In meeting those requirements the elements
could move at different rates so the whole project might proceed with a series
of building blocks. With this perspective, the suggestions from this project are
the following five steps: 1. put immediate priority on areas such as trade
facilitation where there are ‘gains all round’ from reform; 2. send a strong signal
about the commitment to integration by removing rules of origin in goods at the
lower tariff rates — otherwise simplify them and then adopt a liberal benchmark
or reference rule (for goods, services and investment) before moving to
consolidate existing agreements; 3. work to remove gaps between actual
policies and those committed in goods, services and investment in the
agreements and continue to work to reduce most favored nation (MFN) tariffs on
goods; 4. start work on services and investment by designing and applying
commitments in services and investment in areas which are of great value to

supply chain operations; and 5. support the work on services by a capacity-

building program on domestic regulation. According to the supply chain
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perspective, there is a clear priority for work on trade facilitation. An agreement
involving ASEAN and the ‘+1 partners’ which incorporates a set of key principles
of trade facilitation would be valuable. So far lacking in work on trade facilitation
is a commitment to timelines and monitoring implementation. It would also be
desirable for a system of monitoring progress to implementation to be designed.
Complementary actions are work on capacity building to support
implementation, and continuing reference to linkages to other regional (APEC —
AsiaPacific Economic Cooperation) and global (WTO - World Trade Organization)

processes. There are two important features in this arrangement — it would be: ix

® applied to all trading partners, not just the ASEAN+6 members; and ® the
foundation of an ASEAN++ arrangement but its implementation is not tied to
progress on other areas. With respect to goods, the first step is to establish the
context in which agreements operate. The best approach to the operation of
free trade agreements and to the efforts to reduce their costs, is to continue to
work to reduce MFN tariffs and therefore to remove the incentive to operate
under the more complex conditions of the agreements. ASEAN++ participants
would be expected to demonstrate their commitment to MFN reform. One
demonstration of that commitment would be to at least make binding

commitments in the WTO on tariffs at the current rates of their application. The

next priority is to come to an understanding on an approach to rules of origin in
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the ASEAN++ framework. Not all sectors nor all firms face major issues with the
application of rules of origin, but in some areas, particularly for small firms, they
remain a constraint. Greater participation in trade by small firms can yield
significant benefits in terms of productivity growth. Work to simplify rules of
origin would assist their participation and could proceed in a series of steps. A
first step is to drop all rules of origin for low tariff items, which has the effect of
multilateralism the tariff cuts in that range. These changes are expected to be
concentrated in trade in intermediate products which is critical for supply chain
operations. Remaining tariffs where the rules of origin continue to be relevant
are more likely to be finished goods. Another suggestion with respect to rules of
origin is that ASEAN and all +1 partners adopt a benchmark to be applied in any
new ASEAN++ framework. The argument for a benchmark is based on the
observation that there is a risk that more x restrictive rules will be adopted in
agreements with wider membership. The benchmark is used to provide a cap on
the degree of restrictiveness of the rules in any new agreement in order to
manage this risk. The choice of the benchmark is a matter for negotiation: it
could be a change of tariff classification or a content rule, or a choice of both
(but it should not involve any combination of individual rules). A rule on the
regional value of content is common in the set of agreements examined in this

project but the rule on a change in tariff classification is sometimes easier to

meet, although that depends on the production process involved. The
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negotiated benchmark should be ambitious and also be made more liberal over
time: a schedule for this relaxation should be agreed at the foundation of the
new structure. Rules are then selected and transferred from existing agreements
at the tariff line level but with a view to moving closer to the lower level of
restrictiveness set by the benchmark. This approach does not involve
harmonization, for the reason that such an approach risks movement to less
liberal rules of origin. This benchmark would be negotiated by ASEAN and all the
+1 partners. It is an important principle that all the +1 partners are involved in
this constitutional stage, even if their particular +1 agreement is not included in
the foundation stage of work on an ASEAN++ agreement. All +1 partners could
also be invited to continue to monitor implementation, and the private sector
would also be involved. The bottom-up approach could precede when parties
to an existing pair (or more) of +1 agreements decide to consolidate them. A
decision would also have to be made of whether to leave the existing +1
agreement(s) in place. The new agreement would have a wider area of coverage
but could have different rules of origin. As an additional xi contribution to
helping to manage the risk of more restrictive rules in the wider agreement, the
original +1 agreements could be left in place as a choice for traders for a fixed
period of time. However, doing so would add to the costs of doing business and

would imply that the benchmark rule of origin was not sufficiently ambitious.

The existing agreements should therefore be removed once the consolidated
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agreement is in place. Failure to do so would diminish the value of the
ASEAN++ process. It is not only the rules that matter but the manner of their
implementation. This is also a focus in the work on trade facilitation. More
specifically, in terms of processing time and for the purpose of meeting a
common rule of origin, it is useful to establish a system of mutual recognition of
the certificates of origin and mechanisms for reaching common understanding of
the correct tariff classification codes for particular products. Investment must be
included in the coverage of a new agreement, given its role in the construction
of the supply chains. With respect to investment, recommendations are to
document actual policy in any new consolidated agreement, which avoids
backsliding on that policy at least with these trading partners. To be added then
would be a commitment to further liberalization, with schedules for reform in
key sectors (similar to those used in the GATS - General Agreement on Trade in
Services). The question remains as to whether investment policy is easily
applied in a discriminatory manner. It may not be easy to do so and the benefits
of commitments may be available to all investors. But in any case ASEAN can
show leadership by offering to take in new members to a regional investment
agreement if those who are new abide by the same principle of removing gaps
or ‘water’ between actual investment policy and committed policy. There is a
high degree of complementarily between services and investment

commitments. Investment is important directly as a mode of delivery of many
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services. Furthermore, international investment is more likely to be attracted by
the efficient provision of services, such as logistics, which is particularly
important in relation to supply chains. With respect to services, the
recommendations for the long term are similar to those for investment, that is,
removing any ‘water’ in commitments and continuing to liberalize. It will be
important to commit to and continue to refer to the goals of integration.
However experience in the WTO, and work here on the extent of commitments
in the +1 agreements, suggests rapid progress on services commitments will be
difficult. A first step for progress on services is therefore not to move
immediately to a new consolidated agreement but to work on the environment
in which that agreement might be built. This means a focus on capacity building
in services that deals with the key issues in the design of domestic regulatory
systems. Considerable work of this type is already in progress in APEC — an
important principle for ASEAN and its +1 partners as they seek to consolidate
their agreements would be to confirm their commitments to APEC work
programmers with specific time lines.

From February 2001 to February 2005,during the
first administrative term of the then Thai government led by Thaksin Shinawatra,
eleven FTAs were laced under negotiation. While this trend continued upon his
second successive term (February 2005- April 2006) as additional talks with new
countries increasingly found themselves on the government’s trade agenda, the
ability of the government to initiate talks was, however, not accompanied by its
competence to end them. In fact, only five out of fourteen FTAs were
successfully ratified during the six-year Thaksin Administration.

In recognition of the Thai government’s difficulties to conclude FTA negotiations,
especially those conducted during the latter years, a scattering of information
mainly taking the form of news, articles and factual booklets rather than
academic research was released to provide both facts and opinionated views on
Thailand’s FTA negotiations. Despite these attempts, it seems clear that a
comprehensive approach to understanding Thailand’s FTA negotiation process,
specifically the events leading up to Thailand’s FTA negotiation outcomes, is still

lacking.
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In addressing this gap, the present study was undertaken with the aim to provide
a synthesizing framework for analyzing Thailand’s foreign trade policy
negotiations that looks into the domestic and international determinants of
foreign trade policy negotiations and how they influence the bargaining process
and lead to the final negotiation outcome. Given this context, the study has two
objective: (1) to provide a descriptive framework of Thai FTA negotiations and an
analysis of interactions both between Thai and foreign players as well as among
domestic players, and (2) to provide explanation about why certain Thai FTA
negotiations ended as they did and whether they met the initial goals
anticipated by the negotiators or not.

In particular, three FTAs are selected as case studies-the Thailand-Australia Free
Trade Agreement (TAFTA), the Japan-Thailand Economic Partnership Agreement
(JTEPA) and the Thailand-United States Free Trade Agreement (TUSFTA). Using
qualitative research methodology, the findings suggest that international level
determinants consist of geographical characteristics, demographical
characteristics, market conditions and international trade institution and
arrangement linkages. Domestic level determinants consist of government
strength, ratification actors and procedures, distribution of constituents’
references and the participation of organized interests, the particular
configurations of these determinants then influence (1) the mixed bargaining

strategy in TAFTA negotiations and the hard-line bargaining strategy in JTEPA and
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TUSFTA negotiations that were adopted by the Thai negotiations; as well as (2)
the final ratification of TAFTA and JTEPA and the impasse of TUSFTA. Ultimately,
this study concludes that only TAFTA and JTEPA met the initial goal
anticipated by the Thai negotiators which was to achieve a South-South kind of
agreement that favored talks on traditional liberalization. In the TUSFTA case,
differences in initial preferences between Thai and American negotiators,
however, led to a non-negotiable outcome and hence to unsuccessful goal
achievement for both sides’ negotiators. The impasse of TUSFTA negotiations,
nevertheless, constitutes a success for the Thai anti-FTA social movement group
who preferred TUSFTA negotiations to be taken off the trade agenda. The
success of the group was not only founded on their ability to obstruct
negotiations, stimulate political uncertainty within the government coalition and
finally oblige the negotiators to end talks, but also on their ability to have their

participation institutionalized under the new 2007 Constitution.

In the thirty years since the creation of ASEAN, the relations between Southeast
Asia and Australia have changed dramatically. Nowhere is this more evident than
in the economic sphere. The sustained rapid economic growth of most ASEAN
countries in the following three decades has ensured that Australia’s relative
economic importance to the region—as a market, a source of investment, or a
source of development assistance—has declined significantly. Australia’s share
in ASEAN’s exports has shrunk to 2 per cent. In contrast, the ASEAN share of
Australia’s total exports has more than doubled in the past thirty years. ASEAN’s
new importance to Australia stems not only from the region’s economic growth
but also from Canberra’s efforts to reorient Australian foreign, defence, and
trade policies towards the Asia-Pacific region in general and East Asia in
particular. The advent of the Hawke Labor government heralded a new era of

relations between Australia and ASEAN that was characterised by a substantial
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broadening of the agenda for co-operation, and a new coincidence of interests,
for example, in the promotion of global trade liberalisation—but also new
sources of tension as both ASEAN and Australia pursued more activist foreign
policies. By placing emphasis on ‘open regionalism’ and ‘co-ordinated
unilateralism’ as the key principles for APEC, the Australian government has,
with the brief exception of a period of wavering in the first half of 1995,
supported ASEAN’s consensual, gradualist approach to economic cooperation. If
Australian governments have moved towards adopting the ASEAN way in their
diplomacy with their Southeast Asian neighbours, ASEAN states at times have
shown little reciprocity or, indeed, public understanding of the constraints under
which Australian governments operate in, for instance, their relations with

Australian media.

Economic Community in 2015 and building an effective and competitive
Economic Community beyond 2015. Standards and conformance assessment
measures, while seeking to ensure quality and safety of products for consumers
should not become technical barriers to trade across the region as ASEAN
liberalises its trading regime. A delicate balance needs to be achieved between
the two to build a thriving economic region. The region has been undertaking
efforts towards standards harmonisation in the ASEAN priority sectors of
integration and in bringing about regulatory convergence taking into account the
diversities that exist in the ten Member States. More needs to be done in this
area for the region to stay competitive and enhance intra-ASEAN trade as well as
external trade. This paper looks at how the regional grouping is addressing
technical barriers to trade as part of ASEAN's trade integration agenda and what

it should do going beyond 2015.

the risks associated with production, harvesting and post-harvest handling

of fresh fruit and vegetables and to facilitate their trade within and beyond the
region. It sets the standard practice of on-farm production activities as well as
that of local industries where the produce are processed and packed for sale. It
is designed in four separate modules: (i) food safety; (i) environmental
management; (iii) worker health, safety and welfare; and (iv) produce quality to
ensure that the associated risk factors are properly addressed and the content
integrations across the modules are maximized.

The development of ASEAN GAP was based primarily on the criteria and
experiences of national GAP implementation in Malaysia, Philippines, Singapore
and Thailand. It also drew on certified GAP systems and guidelines from other
countries and regions. In the context of rapidly growing regional trade and
globalizing food economy, the concept of GAP has evolved amid the concerns
and commitments of a wide range of stakeholders, particularly in the areas of

food safety and quality, environmental impact and sustainability of agriculture.
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These stakeholders include governments, food processing and retailing
industries, farmers, agricultural workers, and consumers. From the production
(supply) perspective, farmers or producers inherently apply practices that ensure
the economic viability while preserving their own natural resource base and
maintaining their cultural or social values.

From the consumption (demand) perspective, consumers have immediate
concerns on the safety and quality of the agricultural products as well as on the
handling process.

Since GAP is being driven by demand factors at this moment, there are

a number of possible implications that need to be addressed for further
development and effective application in the field. A critical challenge is to
ensure that the expanding use of GAP will not undermine the interests of
smaller-scale producers, sustainability of domestic industries and livelihood
opportunities of local communities in ASEAN Member Countries.

| am glad that special attention has been given to ensure that the standards

and recommended practices developed in this booklet are relevant and
achievable for all ASEAN Member Countries. While this ASEAN GAP is mainly
intended to enhance the harmonization of product standards and facilitate the
trade of fruits and vegetables in line with the roadmap for integration of
agrobased products in ASEAN, we also hoped that this will serve as a benchmark

in developing national GAP programs, particularly in less developing ASEAN
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Member Countries.
