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Abstract

This research project is entitled “A Comparative Study of the Law on Climate
Change” funded by The Thailand Research Fund (TRF). The project is carried out a
methodology of legal research that has focused on the content, essence and spirit of the
provisions of the law relating to the climate change in the level of the Constitution, the
legislative law and administrative law in order to know the reasons or idea behind the law
on climate change and the use of legal mechanisms to tackle climate change. Moreover,
we studied international law that can influence the direction or policy related to the climate
change issue, management issue, including the role and responsibilities of the various
agencies involved in climate change to make recommendations to solve the problem of
climate change through legal mechanisms which are appropriate to the context of Thailand.

For research, we gathered information published in academic papers, books
and documents on electronic media of the specified countries, namely Mexico the United
Kingdom, Indonesia and New Zealand. Therefore, taking them to the study and analysis to
find solutions to the problems of the climate change issue in accordance with the purpose
of this research in terms of measures to reduce greenhouse gas emissions (mitigation) and
measures to adapt to climate change (adaptation). The research team conducted focus
groups meeting twice, the first time was on Thursday, January 29, B.E. 2558 and the second
time was on Wednesday, November 18, B.E. 2558 by inviting representatives of government
agencies, the public sector and the private sector related to climate change issues in order to
participate and comment on the issue of climate change and on the climate change solution
by legal means which is the main purpose of this research. Finally, the research team has
updated the report as instructed by The Thailand Research Fund and recommendations
received by the two focus group meetings as part of the research framework.

After studying, we found that the problem of structure and management of
the greenhouse gases is caused by several problems, such as lack of continuity of climate

change policies, the lack of the mechanism to solve the climate change problem that is not

a mechanism designed to solve across sectors problems, the lack of key agencies that have
the expertise and the integration of management tools of all sectors, etc. As a result the
suggestions for solving climate change problems by legal means is that;

1. There should be a law on climate change as a legislative act which
specifies that the other law implicitly applied to the climate change issue contradicts the
law on climate change. It shall not be applied.

2. The law on climate change should be a legal tool to solve both the
problems at cross sector and specific sectors.

3. The measures and legal instruments that should be included in the law on
climate change, at least the following; (1) purpose and spirit of the law (2) expert
organization (3) measures comply with international obligations (4) greenhouse gas reporting
(5) economic mechanisms (6) measures to reduce greenhouse gas emissions (7) sanctions and
(8) research and development.

4. There should be a review of the law on climate change and the measures
applied in practice in order to keep pace with climate change conditions.

5. The provisions of the law should include a universal legal principle to
tackle climate change, including the hearing feedback from those who have been affected
by the measures adopted, the law review, etc.

However, the recommendation in research is an approach to solving the
climate change problem facing the country today (B.E. 2559) by legal means. In the future,
the facts and the context of climate change could be changed, especially law and awareness

of society. This could have the effect on the research recommendations later.
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
