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Abstract

Research Problems
1. What and at what level is knowledge on citizenship of higher education

youth in the southern border provinces?

2. What are attitude and expectation on citizenship of higher education

youth in the southern border provinces?

3. What citizenship roles do higher education youth in the southern border
provinces require to play?

4. What ways do higher education youth in the southern border provinces
use to learn process of strength and awareness reinforcement of citizenship based on

sustainable democracy?

Research Objectives
1) To study status and knowledge on citizenship of higher education youth

in the southern border provinces.

2) To study attitude and expectation on citizenship of higher education

youth in the southern border provinces.

3) To study requirement of playing citizenship role of higher education youth

in the southern border provinces.

4) To study ways of learning process of strength and awareness
reinforcement of citizenship based on sustainable democracy of youth in the southern

border provinces.

Research Methodology

The researchers used both quantitative and qualitative research methods.
The instrument for quantitative method was a questionnaire using two groups of
population and sample from students in political science/ political and administrative

science major as well as four organizations of universities in the southern border



provinces. 402 samples were conducted in the survey. The subjects were 39
students selected by multistage sampling method. For the qualitative part, the group
interview was used with student representatives and group of officers or personnel
working on youth, covering group discussion, buzz session and a forum for exchange of
experience between them. The data were collected by coordination with officers of each
university. The basic statistics used in quantitative data analysis were mean, percentage
and standard deviation whereas logical analysis was used in qualitative data analysis to

link up concepts and theories.

Results

The result according to objective: status and knowledge on citizenship

1.Condition and knowledge about population of higher education of
citizenship based on sustainable democracy in southern border provinces, quality
average higher 3.00 by basic element by value and skill knowledge in order. Evaluation
of condition and knowledge about population of higher education youth in the southern
border provinces overall image average medium 2.38 by basic element by value , skill
and knowledge in order.

Conclude condition and knowledge about population of higher education
youth in the southern border provinces feature:

1) The knowledge on citizenship comprised culture, social process, and
understanding of society with different culture, rights and responsibilities of citizens,
human right of living, right of engagement as well as exercise of political power.

2) Skills on citizens included development of knowledge accessing skill,
right matters, communication skill, critical thinking skill, occupational skill, ability to live
and work with democracy correctly and suitably, and covering ability to work with others
under cultural diversity.

3) The values on citizenship consisted of giving precedence to participation
in political activities, political opinion, mechanism of access to government policies,
having pride of Thai being, self-practice toward principles of religions, having nobility,

morality, being volunteer-mined, making public benefits, legal status, equality covering



respecting to various perspectives under cultural diversity, tolerance with reasonable
solution, acceptance of diversities and varieties, understanding others, awareness of

duties, self and social responsibilities, self-development, as well as leadership.

The results according to objective 2: attitude, expectation on citizenship of
higher education youth in the southern border provinces

Attitudes about the citizenship of young people in tertiary southern
provinces, the overall is average medium 0.32. A positive attitude on the :

1) Creativity assisted to simulate the students to be citizens in various
aspects;

2) Educating the students on self-roles, to have understanding, and giving
knowledge on democratic government to them;

3) Having engagement in community activities in managements of local,
region and country;

4) Using concept of peace method in conflict management helped the
students endure different viewpoints;

5) Having independence and freedom helped reinforce the students aware
of citizenship.

6) Self drilling when childhood as models of good, public-mined persons
with participation in social activities and campaigns.

For expectation of population of higher education youth in the southern
border provinces overall very high level average 3.32. It was expected to have self-
responsibility without being burdensome together with an attention to work responsibly
with honesty, volunteering mind in making benefits for society, campaigning on creating

peaceful families, including getting leaders as nice models in society without cheating

and corruption.



The results according to objective 3: requirement of playing citizen role of
the students were as follows.

1) Follow regulations given.

2) Support a project involving making understanding by developing

potential of two- way language communication.
3) Create happy families.
4) Make unity within communities by making understanding to villagers.

5) Networking nice person by that the government sectors had to be sincere
in development.
6) Provide the students to learn and be conscious of loving homeland and

nation by giving them opportunities in opinion outside the box.

7) Help them on knowledge, capability and giving opportunities to them by
making policies using peacemaking process.

In order that show role of higher education youth of citizenship in southern
border by activity love for homeland , nation mind that open opportunity for youth ,think
outside the box for example, ergodic history education of lifestyle, relationship between

religion and culture.

The result according to objective 4: ways of learning process of strength
and awareness reinforcement of citizenship based on sustainable democracy of youth
in the southern border provinces

Development of higher education youth of citizenship in southern border
from characteristic of knowledge skill and value for process in future as details below:

It could be concluded that the volunteer-minded citizens learning promotion
project inserted matters of citizens on democracy, rights, duties, self-management, Thai
being whereas the skills inserted were abilities to work together with others in diversity
as well as apply democracy principles in their life, techniques of conflict management.
Additionally, it was inserted values, pride of Thai being, acceptance of diversity,

awareness of responsibilities for self, family, community and society. Also, it was



corresponding with social dimension, i.e. local wisdom, cultural way of community,
strong culture of community, history of community / local, diversity in multi-cultural
society as well as ancient architecture. The management dimension was namely
management by community heads, human resource management, learning source

management, community administration, and community activity center (mosques).

Findings

1) Citizen knowledge was related to context and surrounding of democracy
covering democracy history of the country. Citizen skills involved access to various
knowledge and critical thinking. Citizen worth concerned equality, fairess, and
acceptance of different diversity.

2) The attributes of citizen awareness covered disciplined, rules respect,
following rights and duties, giving precedence to public benefits, attending to public
activities, ethical bravery, mutuality and adherence to democratic ideology, treatment for
others equally, as well as generosity and assistance.

3) There was been giving cognizance to beware of rights, duties. As for
independence and freedom, there was been reinforcing citizen awareness, which the
creativity helped provoke a diversity of citizen. Using peaceful means in solving conflicts
helped to tolerate on the diversity. Also, participation in local community management
helped in training volunteer-mined students.

4) The government should support making cognizance on citizen by
developing potential of two-way language communication with using peacemaking
process for the students by letting them give their opinion outside the box.

5) There was been creating a peaceful family, making unity within

community as well as networking nice persons that focused on right of cooperation.

Suggestions
1) The characteristics of citizen of youth in the southern border provinces
should be mattered and cultivated in aspects of rights, duties, self-management,

covering team working and networking. The skills that should be instilled in were



creating self and social responsibilities, working together with others under different
diversity, and self-practice as principles of religions. In addition, the values should be
fostering on morality, honesty, awareness of responsibilities of self, family, community
and society.

2) The way of promoting volunteer minded citizens was it had to give
precedence to public benefits more than selfishness by building public-minded citizens
with positive thinking, using morality and goodness in living, which brought about useful
behaviors to society.

3) Advance to building population of higher education youth in the southern

border province based on identity of subordinate institution and based of area.
