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Development of Multi-lateral Cooperation for Educational Quality

Improvement of Small-Size Schools in Nakhon Pathom Province

Abstract

The research objectives were 1) to develop multi-lateral cooperation
between educational institution, schools, communities, temples, local government,
public agencies and private sectors to improve the education quality of the small-
sized schools, 2) to compare the two approaches in developing the multi-lateral
cooperation to improve the education quality in small-sized schools. This was a
participatory action research. The approaches in developing the networks were
planned into two different approaches. The first approach consisted of 7 steps from
developing within-school network, developing between-school network to
developing multi-lateral cooperation. The second approach consisted of 6 steps
starting with developing the multi-lateral cooperation. Participants in both
approaches were enhanced with field trip to best-practice small-sized schools and

academic workshop.

Our results show that there is no significant differences in developing the muilti-
lateral cooperation between the two approaches. The multi-lateral cooperation
formed during the processes includes within-school network, near-by-school network,
parent and community network, networks with local government, public agencies
and private sectors, and network with scholars in the university. These networks
should be encouraged and mobilized by further research to produce concrete

results.
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
