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Abstract

Phopunpanya is a joint project that the Thailand Research Fund and Kasikorn Bank PCL aim
to tackle the downgrading learning quality in Thai high schools. Through research-based project
(RBP), students will develop high-order thinking skills is the fundamental belief of this project.
There were 75 schools from 18 provinces took part in this project, which altogether approximately
3,200 students and 300 teachers participated. About 30 academic staffs from 8 universities (called
“coach”) were financially granted by the project to elevate teachers’ ability to conduct research-
based learning (RBL) for the classroom.

The Central Management Unit was established to develop strategies, tools and appropriate
processes for RBP active learning. Such innovative tools and processes were transferred to coaches
to implement with teachers. Among several tools, the workshops on cause-effect diagram and
casual loop (systems thinking) are the most effective tools for teacher to understand deductive
concept of research that is different from the traditional “classroom research” they are familiar
with. Contemplative learning workshop was also a crucial tool that shifted the teachers’ paradigm
toward supportive learning environment for the classroom. It was found that, as interpreted from
their written reflection, both teachers and students perceived RBP as an exciting and joyful process

for their learning.
