test the efficiency of a Supplementary Reading Material by Using Folktales of Khmer
Ethnic Groups in Southern Essan for the second year English program students,
SurindraRajabhat University and to study students’ satisfaction upon the material
created by the researchers.

The sample consists of 62 second year English program students,
SurindraRajabhat University who took “Prose Literature in Language Classroom”
course during the second semester, academic year 2015. They were selected by a
purposive sampling technique.

Research instruments consisted of 1)a Supplementary Reading Material by
Using Folktales of Khmer Ethnic Groups in Southern Essan 2) Pre-test and post-testof
reading 2) an evaluation form for evaluation the quality of Supplementary Reading
Material by Using Folktales of Khmer Ethnic Groups in Southern Essanand 3) an
evaluation form for evaluating students’ satisfaction upon the Supplementary
Reading Material by Using Folktales of Khmer Ethnic Groups in Southern Essan.Data
were analyzed by using 80/80 criterion and E1/E2 for evaluating the material’s
efficiency and using t-test in order to compare student’s reading ability before and
after using the Supplementary Reading Material by Using Folktales of Khmer Ethnic
Groups in Southern Essan. Standard Deviation was used to calculate students’

satisfaction upon the material.



The results of the study were:

1. The efficiency value of the supplementary reading material using Khmer
Ethnic group folktales developed by the researcher was at 80.06/82.20which means
that the material was acceptable.

2. The reading ability of the sample after using the material was
significantly higher than the reading ability before at 0.05.

3. The level of students’ satisfaction upon the supplementary reading
material using the Khmer Ethnic group folktales was at the high level (x=4.17 and
SD.= 0.20). The highest level of satisfaction was on how the material can enhance

learning and attitude (x =4.35 and SD=0.16).
