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Study and improvement of travel routes in the upper south of Thailand began to collect
data during September, 2014 - June 2015 . Purpose of the study was to study and improvement
of travel routes in the upper south of Thailand that linking the tourist area on the south,
including the Andaman coast. Koh Samui, and Thailand Gulf Coast area to meet the needs of
senior tourists. Legal education requirements and regulations that impede the travel of senior
tourists on the travel route linking the tourist area on the upper south. The samples in this
survey study comprised of represent of the government and private sector in relation to
tourism, the foreigner tourists and Thai tourists who travelled to the upper southern provinces
and the locals who live in the area. According to the study, for senior tourists in the upper
south of Thailand consisted of 34 travel routes — 4 travel routes in Krabi Province; 5 in Phuket
Province; 3 in Phangnga Province; 8 in Ranong Province; 4 in Suratthani Province; 4 in
Chumphon Province; and 6 in Nakhon Si Thammarat province. The research result has various
types and forms of travel route that are consistent with the needs of senior tourist, indicating
that these are the most popular tourist attractions: Patong beach, The sea off the beach, Koh
Lanta National Park, Laem Phrom Thep, James Bond Island, The palace Krom Luang Chumphon,
Khai Island, Kao Panyee, Phraya served faithfully loyal Mahisorn, Suwankeeree -veeharn Temple,
Khao Niwet View Point, Head Charcoal View Point, and Nopparat Thara Beach, respectively. The
research result found that the most potential tourist attractions were natural attractions,
followed by religious attractions, historical and archeological attractions, tourist attractions with
activities, and arts and cultural attractions, respectively.

The research results showed that trips of seniors are also problems caused by various
reasons such as law enforcement.

- The problem of transport to reach tourist bus, passenger car, improper maintenance of
roads damaged, lack of road signs, all the necessary services on the route, such as hospital,
bathrooms.

- The facilities Including safety, welfare of accommodation and tourist attraction to
accommodate the elderly that does not comply with the Building Control Act 2522. Elderly

tourists prefer to have a ramp in tourism. There are grab rails and rails are standard in tourism.



There are toilets at the elderly in tourism. They also want to have the facilities in tourist
destinations in the following -order Medical / hospital.

- There is a tourist information center.

- There are enough bins

- The availability of the restaurant.

- A bus service

- The availability of shelter.

- A parking area for large buses.

- A beauty salon near the hotel (I apply nail polish, makeup).

- There is nightlife like pubs.

- A department store / souvenir shop.

- Clean the bathroom attraction.

- A number of bathroom / toilet enough.

- Parking is not very restrictive.

And want to have amenities include.

- Electricity and lighting suitable for the elderly.

- Have provided food for the elderly.

- The promotion of tourist information thoroughly.

- There are laws / regulations conducive to tourism.

- The language used to communicate.

- Hospitality and friendliness of the local people.

- Fixed safety / crime.
