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Abstract

Safety control approaches for the vegetables and fresh fruits have been found to be
physically, biologically and chemically complicated. Regarding the regulation on control of food
contamination, implementations depend largely on the law enforcement and regulatory
strictness. Each country, therefore, is different in the process of verification. Since food industry
seems to involve daily lives, most countries then launch the policies that do not impede the
business to help facilitate import and export and to provide rapid inspection processes to
reduce food damages. The inspection process for food safety of vegetables and fresh fruits
then requires international collaborations for mutual understanding and to establish acceptable

measures.

Collaborative procedure is a matter of understanding of problems, obstacles and cultures
among two collaborative countries. It is necessary to sincerely communicate and cooperate in

step-by-step planning among stakeholders by utilizing the international agreements as follows:

1. Procedure analysis and guidelines for the inspection of imported vegetables and fresh
fruits of each country by comparing to the Codex Committee on Food Import and Export
Inspection and Certification System (CCFICS). Following the sharing of current information and
describing the international standards, the summary of urgent issues was also discussed and

addressed.

2. Establishment of the development approach for each country as well as international

cooperation on the practical level which follows the international trade agreement.

Following the procedures which included meetings, conferences and site visits, the summaries
are 1). Each country should provide well trained personnel for all inspection points, 2). The
contents of documents to be submitted for inspections should be revised to be more precise

and helpful for the inspections of food safety following the same standards and guidelines, 3).



The procedures for determining risk of inspected foods and the registration of food for the future
inspection should be established, and 4). Joined inspection of both countries should be
conducted in order to reduce steps and save the resources. This might be initiated as a pilot

project.
