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ABSTRACT

The follow-up monitoring analysis and synthesis of the 28 rubber research projects in
2014 supported by the Thailand Research Fund (TRF) and the National Research Council of
Thailand (NRCT). The follow-up and monitoring was carried out through the research project
on the periods of 2-3 months, 6 months and 9-10 months, include site-visit on some
interested projects. The analysis and synthesis was done on the final presentation and final
reports. The results were found that There are 13 projects have been done effectively as
the project planning (1 year) and another 15 projects were lated 2-6 months after 1 year.
The utilization of the research project were 2 projects for policy, 11 projects for commercial,

14 projects for academic and another 1 project isn’t finish the research.

For gap analysis of rubber research projects since 2012-2014 compares with the
National Rubber Research Strategies (2012-2016) found that the research projects in each
year fulfill the 4 Strategies of the National Rubber Research Strategies (2012-2016) as rubber
policy enhancement, developing new and old products, export supporting, and developing
technology for efficient production. Except the research project on 2 sub-strategies of
condom and rubber threads products. From the analysis and brainstorming meeting on the
situation of oversupply of natural rubber found that the research trends should be include
from up-stream such as genetic, mixplantation of rubber, mid-stream such as rubber-market,
quality control, GMP down-stream such as thermoplastic/bioplastic rubber, non-rubber,

rubber wood and new-products from rubber
