The project’s aim was to compile case studies on socially-engaged scholarship (SeS) projects
undertaken by Thai universities and communities, as examples of good practices of such work, as
well as to develop a guideline for quality determinations of future SeS projects. The criteria used
in selecting the cases consist of three dimensions : firstly, the merit of the content of the work
itself; secondly, integration with the three main university missions, i.e. teaching, research, and
service; and lastly, involvement of external partners such as communities, non-governmental
organizations, local administration organizations, and international agencies. In all, 87 cases were
submitted by 21 university and 4 individual members of the Engagement Thailand network, of
which 42 cases were selected by the Subcommittee on Scholarship of the network. Eight
development areas were covered in the case studies, including healthcare (11), natural resources
and environment (5), energy (5), agriculture (7), products and production processes (7), culture and
urban development (4), education (3), and institutional management (8). Eighteen of the cases
came from the North, 16 from the Northeast, 7 from the Central region, and 9 from the South. A
further 8 cases were included which were considered good examples of institution-led initiatives
(in contrast to individual project-based work), making a total of 50 cases in all. The results were
published in book form in Thai, and posted on the KNIT web site in English under the name
“Socially-engaged Scholarship”. A draft guideline for evaluating further SeS projects was also

proposed.
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
