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ABSTRACT

This research project, “The Creation of a Glass Mosaic Mural to improve the Environmental
Aesthetics for the Local Community” is a creation of glass mosaic mural art on the wall of the temple of
Wat Tah Kham (Chai Chana) in Hoddistrict, Chiangmai, according to the desire of the community to record
the history and the community lifein the ancient time mural on the temple wall.

We, the researchers, had designed the component structure of the picture to emphasize the
legendary story and history of the ancient Hod community by insert pictures of culture, tradition, attire
and the way of life of various tribes that settled in the community. From the field research that we
locally collected the research datas, we gain a lot more knowledge addedand understanding the proud
feeling for their community of the people there. For this land has many historiessignificant, and were
forgotten by time.ln the past this land was called “Weing Pitsadarn Nakorn”, the city of prosperous. This
was the royal path of “Princess Camadevi®, heroine and the first reign of Hariphunchai city. Her highness
traveled from Lavo city (Lopburi) to reign over Hariphunchaicity (Lumpoon) around 1300 years ago. Her
highness had built 99 temples in this land, this is why the people in the community are so proud of their
homeland. Unfortunately, the young generations nowadays are not known any legend of their
ancestor.The community had desired to record the historical pictures as, the legend of “Weing Pitsadarn
Nakorn” and the history of “Princess Camadevi” in glass mosaic mural art on the temple wall, to use as
important historical events education place for young children and the ones that interesting to come and
study, also, appreciate the work of art in the temple.

The creation of this glass mosaic mural, we used colored glass cutting technic to make the
picture in Thai traditional artistic work. The problem is the limitation of color because the colored glass
has only 6 colors. So, we devised and tested the new technic to develop the materials in the creation by
painted the back of the glasses and backed them with silver and ¢old leaves, made the glasses more
color and sparkling in light. This had created a specific character of glass mural art which allowed artist to
use colors, forms and details freely. We also devised and tested the new way of cutting and planking the
glass technic which are different from the usual way, and that help the creation easier and proper to use
in present day art creation.

Furthermore, we arranged the basic training of Visual Art that concerned the creation of glass
mosaic mural art to students and interesting people in the community, for them to learn the steps of the
art creation and to transfer this knowledge to the community, with the intention to develop aesthetics in
art education or to proceed developingthe concept to make scholarly benefit for communityorganization
