Abstract

The research, “Development of the Teaching Methods in Reading and Writing
of Thai at the Elementary Level from the Reign of King Rama V to the Present” is a
documentary research that aims to study and analyze teaching methods and related
factors, which include social context, policies, curricula, the production process of
Thai teachers, content, teaching methods, the characteristics of teachers and student
groups. The study also encompasses the learning outcome specified by the teaching
methods and the aforementioned factors at each period of time, as well as specifying
the periods of the development of the teaching methods of Thai reading and writing

at the elementary education level.

The researcher mainly studied and analyzed teaching methods from Thai
exercise books and textbooks used during each period and analyzed other factors as
supplementary information. The research found that the exercise books and
textbooks used in each period had different aims to achieve efficient outcomes.
These differences can be used for specifying the periods of the development of the
teaching methods of Thai reading and writing into two periods. The first period aimed
at the outcome of enabling learers to read and write through two different teaching
methods—firstly, the method of forming words and later, the method of reading the
words that had been incorporated into sentences. Later, with the change in the
social context, the curricula were also changed, using exercise books and textbooks
that aimed at yielding efficient outcomes in using language as a communicative
instrument. The teaching method was a mixture of learning how to form words and
how to read words that had been formed into sentences. The contents of the
exercise books and textbooks were of three kinds—excerpts from literature, passages
newly written in accordance with the objectives of the curriculum and the contents

of these passages being either sequential or non-sequential.
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
