Abstract

“Public sculpture” in this research project means three-dimensional artwork designed or
created for installations on public area. The artist’s creation process allows general public or public area
users to take participatory contributions to designing the sculptures to achieve recognition and joint
ownership of public property. “Public sculpture” in this project is an experimental design exerting data
relating to identity manifestation desires and image promotion for public commerce. Time-honored
public history accounts and cultural heritage are also utilized as inspirations for the creation of the
artwork. Artwork forms are modified to suit the era taking into account appropriateness of the size and
surroundings of the places where artwork are installed.

In addition, the researcher asserts that unless the organization of holistic artistic environment
is realized, artwork creation for the installations on this particular public area may not yet bring about
adequate attraction to this waterside walk way due to the fact that the sculptures which will be installed
by the walkway may appear isolated or weird. Therefore, the researcher has integrated sculptures with
public utilities, such as benches, water side fences, drain and other utility covers in order to fill the
walkway with artistic unity and beautiful scenery, which will lead to the birth of a cultural water side
walkway.
