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Abstract

This study gives the overview of Myanmar current politic and socio-economic situations
focusing mainly on international trade and foreign direct investment. Macroeconomic data are
updated and investment laws and regulations are also reviewed. A specific topic on trade and
investment in natural resources sector are also analyzed using “resource curse” hypothesis. We
found that there is a great business opportunity to investment in Myanmar, however,
infrastructure, both physical and institutional, are still weak. The political transition toward

democracy in Myanmar leads to a better good governance in extractives industries recently.
