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ABSTRACT

This qualitative research on attitude and acceptance of Thai Muslims to
the termination of Child enhancing the well-being of Muslims aimed to study attitudes and
acceptance of Thai Muslims in Yala Province to the exclusion of children for the promotion
of Muslim health. By studying in Betong district, Yala province. Data collection by ways of
interview and discussion. The 97 reproductive age groups were Muslim women of
reproductive age 20 — 50 years old. Studied in Betong Sub-district, Yarom Sub-district,
and Ayer Weng Sub-district, and 9 staff working on reproductive health. All data were

analyzed by content analysis.

The study indicated that Muslim women of reproductive age have good attitudes
and tolerance for the spacing of children for a variety of reasons. Is according to the way
that Islam permits by the conditions for the safety of life and on the basis of individual
talents. Because Islam is a religion, there are provisions that can be flexible in the
circumstances necessary or potentially harmful to health. On the basis of non-conflict with
the Islamic provisions on health. In terms of education and services, the spacing of
children by state officials found that they have knowledge thoroughly. But there are

suggestions that staff also should need to study more about the beliefs and culture of



Muslims about family planning. Thai Muslims must be helped to educate and develop
health. To be consistent with their own culture. The process of enhancing health and
solving contemporary public health problems that bring about the dimensions of belief,
culture and society, such as the doctrine of religion, plays a role. Through the activities
that government officials have conducted is another process that should be done in health

care facilities in Thailand.
