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Abstract

Monitoring and Evaluating Industrial Technology for Small and Medium Enterprises of
Fiscal Year 2016 comprises of 37 projects (36 single projects, 1 project plan (3 sub projects))
and goes according to the progress reports of monitoring and evaluating projects over 3
periods — 2 months, 6 months and 12 months. The analysis is done by analyzing the projects
supported by the National Research Council of Thailand (NRCT) against the national SMEs
development policy along with developing and creating collaborations and research
partnerships with the Industrial Technology Assistance Program (ITAP), National Science and
Technology Development Agency (NSTDA) and Thailand Institute of Scientific and
Technological Research (TISTR). The research shows that 19 projects have been completed
within the timeframe in which the researchers were committed to completing the research
according to the research proposal and the project plan despite the problems and obstacles
that may arise such as materials sourcing, insufficient resources, lack of machines and
instruments in which the researchers have applied effective problem solving to ensure
minimal impact to the research as a whole. However, it was found that 18 projects (17 single
projects / 1 plan (3 sub projects)) encountered some uncontrollable problems that were not
able to be solved in accordance to the project timeframe. Projects where benefits have been
realized are projects that do not require further investment while projects where benefits
have not been realized are projects that are still in the testing stage or require further
investments in which most of the beneficiaries are small business owners and have limited

investment capacity.
