The tourism in Royal projects Her Majesty Queen Sirikit The Celebrations on the
Auspicious Occasion of Her Majesty Queen Sirikit ga" Birthday Anniversary 12" Ausust
2016 “Overwhelming will..recovers ..poverty on the way of Thailand Tourism”
through in-depth research that presents the remarkable aptitude of Her Majesty Queen
Sirikit on her royal initiative projects in order to provide assistance to people in
creating local handicrafts from nearly vanished local wisdom. These were then able to
become art and craft works, or household handicrafts, that can make money for
themselves and to preserve the environment to make people sufficient so they can
permanently step over poverty. The specific purposes are 1) to study the potential of
tourist sites following the royal initiative project “The Royal Mother, charming gift of

Thai people” to celebrate Her Majesty Queen Sirikit of the occasion of her 84"
Birthday on August 12th, 2016 in the Northeast and 2) to develop the tourism routes
following the royal initiative project “The Royal Mother, charming gift of Thai people”
to celebrate Her Majesty Queen Sirikit’s ga" Birthday in the Northeast. The research
involved qualitative methods with In-depth interviews with 128 key informants along
with participation observations. The research tools consist of in-depth interview forms
and forms of potential assessment of tourist sites. The results of the potential
assessment of tourist attractions will be grouped which will lead to the development
of tourism routes.

The research results are as follows:

1. The results of the potential assessment of 14 tourist attractions following the
royal idea “The Royal Mother, charming sift of Thai people” in the Northeast found
that

1.1) 4 tourist attractions in Group A have Excellent potential, with an average
of 4.21-5.00 are 1) 1" silk weaving group of the Foundation for the Promotion

of Supplementary Occupations and Related Technique of Her Majesty Queen Sirikit
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of Thailand (Wat That prasit Handicrafts Center, Na Wa district, Nakhon Phanom
province), 2) Baan Pone Prae Wa silk weaving promotion project, Kham Muang district,
Kalasin province, 3) Baan Na Po Foundation for the Promotion of Supplementary
Occupations and Related Technique of Her Majesty Queen Sirikit of Thailand, Na Po
district, Buriram province, and 4) Baan Yang Noi Center for Promotion of
Supplementary Occupations and Related Technique, Khueang Nai district, Ubon
Ratchathani province.

1.2) 3 tourist attractions in Group B possess Good potential, with an average
of 3.41-4.20 are 1) Gud Na Kham Center for Promotion of Supplementary Occupations
and Related Technique, Charoen Sin district, Sakon Nakhon province, 2) Phu Phan
Ratchaniwet Palace, Sakon Nakhon province, and 3) Mudmee silk, Baan Don Kha,
Chonnabot district, Khon Kaen province.

1.3) 3 tourist attractions in Group C have a Fair potential, with an average
of 2.61-3.40 are 1) Pa Tum Pa Tai museum, Khok Sri Suphan district, Sakon Nakhon
province, 2) Khit fabric weaving village, Baan GudHae, Na Klang district, Nong Bua Lam
Phu province, and 3) Queen Sirikit Sericulture center (Dalaaseri culture), Phon Phisai
district, Nong Khai province.

1.4) 1 tourist attraction in Group D which has to improve, with an average of
1.81-2.60 is 1) Isan Tai Arts and Crafts Center, Muang district, Surin province.

1.5) 3 tourist attractions in Group E which should urgently improve, with
averages of 1.00 - 1.80 are 1) Baan Nong Khaen Arts and Crafts Promotion Project, Dong
Luang district, Mukdahan province, 2) Baan Huai Thap Than Arts and Crafts Promotion
Project, Huai Thap Than district, Si Sa Ket province, and 3) Baan Na Tad-Na Prong,
Wang Sam Mo district, Udon thani province.

2. Tourism routes that have been developed are:

Route 1 — Phu Phan ... Work area ... so that the people can get through the
poverty (Nakhon Phanom - Sakon Nakhon).

Route 2 - Mudmee silk recovered by Her Majesty Queen Sirikit ... create
sustainability for Thai people (Buriram, Surin, Si Sa Ket, Ubon Ratchathani).

Route 3 - From the will of Her Majesty Queen Sirikit ... Praewa silk (Khon
Kaen, Kalasin, Mukdahan).

Route 4 - Khit silk fabric ... weaving thread of love from Her Majesty Queen
Sirikit to Thai people (Udon thani, Nong Bua Lam Phu, Nong Khai).

The assessment results of the Familiarization Trip for testing the tourism routes
found that the uniqueness of life, wisdom, and knowledge with a high average (x=3.92,

SD=0.75). Secondly is the ability to inherit wisdom and knowledge continuously with a
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high average (x=3.87, SD=0.70). Third is tourist destinations show local commitment
with a high average (x=3.82, SD=0.77)
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
