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Abstract

Irregular migration marks as one notably current issue which often happens
from one region to another and its impact affects globally. This phenomenon has been
caused by wars, conflicts, violence, epidemic and human rights abuse leading to other
following problems i.e. human trafficking, death of migrants in the sea and failure of
migrant acceptance among states. However, as these issues keep rising in quantity,
the irregular migration of the Rohingya become one of these which its root cause and
context becomes more complex. The different views on the Rohingyas can position
their migration status whether they can be refugee, asylum seeker, displaced person,
migrant smuggling, victim of human trafficking, or stateless person. Therefore, this
research aims to find the processes and mechanisms of all stakeholders including both
ASEAN actors and non-ASEAN actors in order to allow the appropriate recommendations
of the solution to cope with the irregular migration of the Rohingyas in the framework
of the “regional governance on migration.” To this end, it can be suggested that the
regional governance on migration which ASEAN as its core in the case of the Rohingyas
can be done by the concurrent cooperation among states through framed IGOs’
consultations both regionally and globally. Also, these assembled consultations should
not intend to bind all stakeholders at first but to make them as the structural
commitments and obligations for they can be more flexible and effective mechanisms
to solve the problem and to bring all states, which affected by irregular migration

issue, to play in the regional framework.
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
