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Abstract

The purpose of this research is to describe and compare the police structure and
administration of Singapore, Malaysia and Thailand, and all issues from the comparison are
discussed according to 4M model in order to make recommendations for enhancing
effectiveness and efficiency of Thai police administration. This research is conducted by
qualitative methods, including documentary research, in-depth interview and participant

observation.

The research finding indicates that because of a shared common history of Singapore
and Malaysia, police administration of both countries is more similar in many aspects than
compared to Thailand, for instance, the force rank structure and management of the
support force in public and private sectors. However, Singapore Police Force obviously has a
prominent point on many aspects: inspections of police authorities which are not
complicated but effective, public confidence in the police, and policing policy at the area
level which is concrete and consistent all over the country. Based on recommendations
discussed from the research, Royal Thai Police should focus on the feasibility study about to

systematize the supporting forces of Thai police both in public and private sectors.
