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Abstract

The objective of this research was to conduct an in-depth analysis of the status of transnational
crimes which have an impact on the welfare and safety in the life and property of people in Thailand
and of relevant recommendations in result in the improvement of Thai police administration in order to
cope with, and resolve, transnational crime issues and seek concrete relevant practices. The scope of
this research was eight types of crimes — scam, cybercrime, trafficking in persons, assault against
property involving foreigners, transnational vehicle theft, transnational drug trafficking, document and
banknote forgery, and money laundering. Using a qualitative method, this research collected data from
document research, in—-depth interviews, brainstorming sessions or focus groups, as well as the study of
operations among relevant local and international agencies.

Based on the research results, transnational crimes identified in Thailand within the scope of
this research were divided into three categories — transnational crimes in which the perpetrators have
the intent to take possession of property using information and communication technology, i.e. scam
and cybercrime; crimes in which the perpetrators move property or a person/persons across borders,
i.e. trafficking in persons and assault against property involving foreigners, drug trafficking, and
transnational vehicle theft; and crimes which support, or serve as a means of, other offences, i.e.
docum"ent and banknote forgery and money laundering.

The study revealed that key issues in police administration were in these areas — organization,
personnel management, technology, and practices of police officers. Key issues identified in
international cooperation comprised a lack of full-time police officers for coordination in foreign
countries, coordination which requires capability and leadership, limited knowledge and understanding
about international relations-related practices, coordination of criminal information and data, and the
procedures on international coordination to request criminal cooperation. The major problems in relation
to law and the justice process were the fact that current law does not cover all offenses and the legal
proceedings involve time-consuming steps and process.

The author investigated best practices among local and international police agencies to conduct
analysis and develop a proposal for improving Thai police administration and upgrading the cooperation

with police organizations in ASEAN member countries.
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
