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Abstract

Research project title: Promoting Organic Rice Production in Suphan Buri
Province

This research project was granted matching fund money from the Thailand
Research Fund and Suan Dusit University in accordance with Challenge Thailand
Project, in Fiscal Year 2017. The project was conducted from February 2017 to May
2017 with 16 months in total. There were five research objectives: 1) promotion of
organic rice production in Suphan Buri Province; 2) development of a management
system for area-based research of Suan Dusit University; 3) development of a mentor
system for area-based research of Suan Dusit University; 4) integration of research
knowledge in teaching at Suan Dusit University; and 5) establishment of good
relationships at the university, the communities and related agencies that participated in
the project. However, objective number 4 was excluded from the research report in the
first year. Findings were as follows.

1. The research found out that eight projects have contributed to knowledge,
methods and innovation from area-based research. The goal of “promoting quality of life

and fair earnings to the rice farmers in Suphan Buri province” was archived.

2. A management system for area-based research was effective to complete
sub-projects and respond to research objectives. However, results from certain projects
needed to be improved. As for further stage, a management system should be well

developed to support researchers in area-based research.

3. An area-based research mentor system that was designed using three levels
of mentoring was partly successful. Since few senior researchers participated in certain
projects, the supervision at the lowest level was eventually affecting the quality of the

research.

4. Suan Dusit University was accepted as an academic supervisor of local
communities and agencies. During the 2018 fiscal year, the university was allocated
research funds which were higher than the previous year from Suphan Buri province.
The university extended collaboration through various activities with Suphan Buri
province. Additionally, knowledge presented in research and project reports should be
useful to researchers, scholars, social workers, provincial and local administrators and

the general public for academic purposes and other endeavors.
