Abstract

As the 10 ASEAN countries gather to ally under the name of Association of Southeast Asian
Nations and step forward to be the ASEAN Community since 2015. The results of such agreement are
related to the architectural profession, particularly with respect to the architectural operation which is
a branch of the business services in the area of professional services. By this, there is the mutual
agreement on architectural professional services is made, particularly for the core architecture field in
which such of the agreement defines the criterion in considering both in the educational course and
experience for anyone requiring to be an ASEAN architect. However, when comparing the different
education systems of countries in the region. This research is, therefore, conducted in aiming to 1)
Study the current situation affecting the negotiations of ASEAN countries in architectural education 2)
Compare the architectural education systems of ASEAN countries and 3) Gather guidelines and
suggestions for the development of professional education in the architecture of Thailand. Results of
the study show that the differences between countries that result in the implementation of education
negotiations not to meet the objectives set forth due to the following indefiniteness; 1) There has been
no distinctive responsible authority in each country.2) Requirements regarding for qualification of the
graduates of architectural professional are different depending on national practices.3) Differences in
professional experience before applying for a license. 4) Obtaining for a profession license varies
among each country in which the examination systems vary depending on the needs and necessity
in each country. And from data collecting from both research literature and in-depth interviews from
related agencies and persons, it is summarized to propose as a guideline for the development of Thai
architectural education by dividing into 3 main aspects as follows; 1) For teaching and learning
management system at the present, the number of years for architectural education courses in
Thailand may not be necessary to be clearly determined since it should rather be focused on
professional practices (internship). As for each course content and teaching method, it should be
focused on the preparation of MOU between ASEAN member countries and/or workshop among each
other in order to exchange of knowledge between ASEAN countries in different contexts 2)
Architecture-related organizations including professional council and professional association and
educational institutions which have the Council of the Deans of Architecture Schools of Thailand
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(CDAST) who is the main policy maker in Thailand should cooperate continuously and clearly in
creating a concrete policy and continuous operation and 3) As for guidelines in the certification of
degree and assurance of the quality of the courses, it should be driven to have only one shared
certification criteria or central agency should be established to be an appraiser to reduce duplication
of operations and to raise the standards of professional architectural education at the international

level.
