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Abstract

This research is to assess the readiness of Thailand’s commitments on the WTO Trade
Facilitation Agreement which has been effective since 22 February 2017. The assessment are
divided into two sections; the assessment of readiness for implementation of measures that
Thailand designate for implementation upon agreement entry into force (Category A) and the
assessment of readiness for implementation of measures that Thailand designates for
implementation on a date after a transitional period of time following the entry into force of

the agreement (Category B).
(1) Assessment of readiness for implementation of measures in Category A

The evaluation in this section consists of two parts. First is the assessment of the
government implementation whether it has achieved the obligations under the agreement or
not. For this part, the researchers assess the achievement using information from desk research
and in-depth interviews. The second part is the satisfaction assessment by the private

entrepreneurs who use government services in trade facilitation.

The results show that the government has implemented on the average of 97% of the
obligations under the agreement. The results also show that private sector is satisfied with the
government services in facilitating trade on average of 61.6%. The study also provides opinions
from the private sector that reflect the gaps that the government has lacked in its operations

to facilitate trade.
(2) Assessment of readiness for implementation of measures in Category B

This section assesses readiness for implementation in 3 aspects, namely readiness in
related policy and regulations, readiness in infrastructure and readiness in personnel

management.

The result showed that Thailand is ready to carry out all measures that is committed
under Category B. Some measures have already been completed. And there are still some
parts that require additional work which many agencies involved are continuously working It

is expected that the operations will be completed in accordance with the agreed time frame.
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
