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Abstract

The objectives of this research project include 1) Study information on vocational
education systems in Thailand 2) To analyze and compare the vocational education system in
Thailand and Singapore. Covering issues Management system, Student development, Program /
Teaching course and guidelines for creating a career for learners or creating graduates to have
labor standards that meet the needs of the labor market 3) To make recommendations for the

vocational education system and to other levels that affect the quality of vocational education

The study indicated that Vocational education in Thailand still has many problems both
in terms of structure, systemic problems and developmental Including rules, regulations, budget
and quality of education in addition, there are problems in the image and values that relate to
society and individuals. Including restrictions on government policies Social, technological and
economic change and social values. Which is a social structure problem: Affecting the
educational institutions in vocational education in management within the organization in terms
of personnel, budget, teaching and media equipment. So, if reforming or modifying vocational
education systems to enhance vocational education, it needs to be corrected in a whole way,
including policies, support and sguidelines for clear vocational education, including social
aspects, creating social values that emphasize the unequal knowledge set and creating social
spaces for diverse educational systems in line with social change. From a comparative analysis
of vocational education systems Thailand lag Singapore not less than 25 years. Urgently
needed to reform the entire system at all levels of education to be consistent with the

changing world and conform to the needs of the labor market.
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
