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Abstract

This research entitled ‘Organizing Network of Local Administrative Organization,
Community and Entrepreneur in order to arrange and develop the sustainable tourist
community’. Case study in Laem Pho Sub-district, Yaring Distrct of Pattani. The propose of
the research aimed 1) to study working model of network organization for managing and
developing to be sustaining tourist community in Laem Pho Sub-district, Yaring District,
Pattani Province. 2) to study the ways of tourist management in Laem Pho Sub-district, Yaring
District, Pattani Province. 3) to study the development plan of sustaining tourist community
for 2 years pilot project and the model of sustaining tourist community development in
Laem Pho Sub-district, Yaring District, Pattani Province. The research was Participatory Action
Research-PAR via three processes of Focus Group which were situation analysis, suggestion
and synthesis as well as interview with target group.

The results of this research showed that 1) network organizing model for managing
and developing tourist community in Laem Pho Sub-district included the committee from
eight members. Network structure was equal status whereas Sub-district Administrative
Organization was a coordinator and District Administrative Organization was the important
part for supporting. The important protocol was powered by participation and meeting
continuously. Intendancy tourist planning of Sub-district was operated by network members
and volunteers. Operating evaluation, network evaluation and improvement.

2) The ways of tourist management in Laem Pho Sub-district should be managed by
community which included (1) Creating social mechanism which were participating,
community organization and regulations of community tourism. (2) Creating social balance
which were sharing and extending tourist income for community fairly and there were
defensive measure and taking care of nature and environment. (3) Exchanging learning
procedure of community and related people, also law enforcement strictly.

3) Developing tourist community permanently model included four models 1)
administration model by community 2) tourist quality developing model 3) economic
balance tourist, social, natural resources and environmental tourist model 4) physical basic
structure developing model and tourist attraction access by having plan to develop

sustaining tourist community 2 years pilot project included four strategies 1) tourist



administrative development strategy by community 2) tourist attractions, products, sustaining
tourist service development strategy 3) balance tourism, economic, social and natural
resources and sustaining environmental development strategy 4) physical basic structure and

tourist access development strategy.
