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Abstract

Public participation is very important for the successful implementation of
the policy. However, each policy allows people to participate more or less
differently. Therefore, this action research will be involved to participate in the
House Security Project. What are the conditions or factors that contribute to the
participation of the people and when they participate, will make progress or success
in the House Security Project?

The method of the study was participatory action research for the locality. In
which the research team and community members work together to implement the
8 steps of implementing a stable home policy, data were collected from in-depth
interview questionnaires with the key informants and discussion groups were
analyzed using descriptive statistics and logical connection. The community studied
has been a community since the period 1932. The two communities are Ruam
Phathana Community and Lang Flat Ruam Phathana Commmunity. There are 314
households and 120 families, respectively.

The results showed that people are involved in stable house projects at
various levels as follows: 1. Creating ownership together to participate at a low level
is just listening to information from officials. 2.The establishment of the House Stable
Committee, community members can participate to the level of information
provision, namely, participation consultations. 3. The establishment of public savings
groups can participate at the level decision-making in some level . 4. Community
information Survey Members are able to participate as a primary survey. 5. The
systcm of housing rights, committees and community members can participate at the
level of the process and the Stat is not yet involved is 6. Participating in the
construction of the house plans. 7. Integration of utilities and building houses. 8.
Building stable community.

Conditions or supporting factors for participation consist of 1. Socio-economic
status of households 2. Leadership ability 3. Leadership support from external
agencies 4. Support from members within the community. These 4 factors are

important components for strengthening communities resulting in  potential
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communities to participate in the management of the house Security project, it can
be more collaborating with the main agencies.

The relationship of participation and the success of the project : The study
found that public participation affects the success of the stable home project, clear
resulting in smooth administration of the government but if the people get involved
in the higher level, it will make the success in the production level [ that is to give
the house ] may be delayed and there are some problems in management. But
success at the result level or target, the policy aimed at improving the quality of life
of the residents or the end result goal is to reduce the disparity in the minds of

people with high probability.
