TYPES OF LEAKAGE DESCRIPTION

Internal leakage Also referred to as import coefficient as these leakages primarily occur through
imports. The weaker the economy is in terms of producing quality goods and services,
the higher the imports (Diaz, 2001; Gollub et al., 2003). The UNCTAD (2010} simply
terms this as economic leakage

External leakage Refers to tourism expenditures that accrue outside of the destination.

e Firstly, external leakages accrue to foreign investors through repatriated profit
earnings and amortization of external debt (Diaz, 2001; Gollub et al., 2003;
UNCTAD, 2010:10).

o Secondly, they flow to external intermediaries for bookings or foreign-owned
transportation services to the destination (Diaz, 2001; Gollub et al., 2003). This
aspect of external leakage is also depicted as pre-leakage (Smith& Jenner, 1992,
cited in Mitchell& Ashley, 2010) or structural leakage (UNCTAD, 2010:10). This
leakage is retained by tourist-generating countries and does not reach tourist-
receiving countries (UNCTAD, 2010). It tends to occur in the early parts of the
tourism value chain and arises due to the very structure of the tourism value chain
(see Chapter 2.2.2) (UNCTAD, 2010:10)

Invisible leakage Loss or opportunity cost that cannot be measured reliably, but which can constrain
noteworthy cumulative effects. It is mainly of financial nature i.e. tax avoidance
through international transactions, and off-shore investments (Diaz, 2001; Gollub et
al., 2003).
