Abstract

The research studies on legal measures on the protection of consumers'
health on livestock products to support regional economic partnership agreements
had the objectives were (1) to study the comparison of the master law on consumer
health protection of livestock products by focusing on the law on slaughter control
for meat distribution in Thailand and countries in the ASEAN Economic Partnership
Agreement, which is the Commonwealth of Australia and Republic of Singapore
these including laws or regulations about animal slaughtering for international meat
distribution by focusing on a comparative study of laws use for unprocessed meat
and (2) to propose solutions to improve the master law regarding the health
protection of consumers of livestock products in Thailand.

This research uses qualitative research methods. By studying and analyzing
collecting data from relevant documents and then analyzing it with laws and
regulations in order to obtain a legal conclusion and solution.

The result of the research shows that the law on slaughter control for meat
distribution in Thailand had some provisions that do not cover issues such as (1)
issues relating to the unification of law and overlap of law (2) issues of animal
welfare management at the slaughterhouse (3) issues with the logistic system and
traceability systems (4) lIssues regarding inappropriate meat management for
consumption. Therefore, there was a suggestion to amend the law governing
slaughter for meat selling in Thailand, such as the provisions on the management
of animal welfare in the slaughterhouse, logistics, and traceability to lay the
framework in the master law which leads to the next subordinate legislation. This
is to guarantee the safety of clean, hygienic meats for consumers. Including to
achieve appropriate development and able to compete in the world market
especially in countries in the group of regional economic partnership agreements
that have traded by leading to the standard slaughterhouse control that is suitable

for the situation of Thailand.
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
