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Abstract

The study of Islamic Reformist Women and Controversial Issues in Southern Border
Provinces has 3 objectives: 1) to study the ideological framing of the Islamic reformist
women in the Southern border provinces; 2) to study methods and roles of the Islamic
reformist women in Southern border provinces; and 3) to study the controversial issues
that the Islamic reformist women involved. The methods of this study are: documentary
research; participation and non participation observation; and interview. 5 samples are
selected by the purposive sampling following the criteria.

The study finds that the Islamic reformist women received ideas and concepts of
Islamic reform to society via the self-awareness as the Muslims; the Islamic knowledge;
surpass the concept of reform from the education system and beyond; moreover, the
inspiration of the Islamic reform in the universities. Islamic reformist women’s paths
started with the self-improvement or Tarbiyah in Islamic term. Their roles as the Islamic
reformists conform to the concept of /slah, which manifests the integration of Islamic
concepts into their works and campaigns, such as public health and medical care services,
countering anti-vaccination attitudes; providing mental health care via the religious

therapy; treatment of juvenile delinquents, and community development works.
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
