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Abstract

The research titled "The Threat from Transnational Crime in Thailand and ASEAN, a case
for illegal immigrants to commit crimes in Thailand” has the objective of studying the forms,
methods and means of illegal immigration with intent to commit crimes in Thailand. This
objective includes proposing guidelines for setting policies regarding ASEAN cooperation and
the implementation of the Protocol on Illegal Immigration in Thailand. This shall be done by
proposing gsuidelines, measures, mechanisms and integration of related authorities, which will
lead to effective operations consistent with international standards. The research team has
studied the relevant documents, theories, laws and orders, and collected data from
interviewing offenders, officers, academic experts as well as receiving opinions from various
parties. This creates a clear picture of the forms and methods used for illegal immigration with

intent to commit crimes in Thailand.

The result of this research has three recommendations, the first being a guideline for
establishing policies concerning cooperation between the country and ASEAN. Such measures
include strengthening the special economic zone along the border and developing ways to
benefit and stay informed from information exchange. The second is for measures and
mechanisms regarding integration of relevant departments, using a database that is an
integration of information from various agencies. This is to investigate and manage the system
used to smuggle immigrants and aliens with intent to commit crimes in Thailand. Further
measures include promoting expertise for the knowledge, skills and networks needed in
operation, and clearly defining guidelines for the integration of work. The third
recommendation is for measures and mechanisms to prevent and suppress crime. This will be
done by amending the relevant laws and regulations, developing a tool to detect fake
passports, and developing communication for information between agencies. Additional
measures include improving guidelines for integrated working mechanisms and promoting
awareness of the risks of illegal immigrants to the general public especially those along the

border.
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
