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It is confirmed that there are about 900 gaur and 400 banteng in protected areas
in Thailand. Due to strong law enforcement and local people involvement in
cpnservation in Huai Kha Khaeng Wildlife Sanctuary and Khao Yai National Park, some
populations of gaur and banteng are increasiriwg;.” Trobhy collection in Thai houses is still
a major factor causing population decline of gaur and banteng in Thailand. Trophy
collection is a tradition following the long tradition on the use of wildiife resources for
commercial trade since 1'.’[h century. !t started from deer skin trade and then the other

use of wildlife resources followed and continued on.
