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Abstract

This research presents two new groups of findings. The first group of findings,
covered from the early Rattanakosin to 1932, is about the impacts of changing institutional factors
on income and social inequalities in Siam during that period. This finding is based on the analysis of
historical evidence and predicted behavior according to economic theory, since modern statistical
data base simply does not exist for the period being studied. The second group of findings is from
the analysis of the development of the Thai social welfare system in relation to the Thai political
system from 1932 to the present. In addition, there is a study on the issue of educational disparity
and spatial disparity. The conclusion of this study will be presented as a policy proposal designed
in accordance with the predicted future inequality from GTAP as a result of the economic and social

restructuring under the Thailand 4.0 master plan.
