Faculty of Fisheries was granted by Office of The Royal Development Projects Board
through The Thailand Research Fund (TRF) to transfer knowledge of sustainable fisheries
management in Pasak Jollasit, Lopburi. The objective of the project is to transfer data and
information received from Phase 1 study of fisheries resources of the reservoir on 2003-
2005 to all stakeholders by targeting on local teachers and students inhabit around the
reservoir.

The undertaken activities included 3 main activities; the first activity, preparation of 2
sets of poster contained information of fisheries resources, amount 1,000 copies. The first set of
poster has 5 posters, show general information of Pasak Jollasit reservoir. The second poster
has three 3 posters, illustrate aquatic fauna of the reservoir. The second activity was extension
book. The book has been prepared by using synthesized data from fisheries resources study in
2003-2005. First draft of the book has been submitted to TRF. The third activity was training
workshop on sustainable fisheries management. Twenty local teachers teaching at school
locate around the reservoir were selected, 2 from each of 5 primary-schools and 5 secondary-
schools. Modality of the training workshop was arranged by lecture on the study processes,
sample collection demonstration with instruction manual and sites visit. These activities will
certainly enhance awareness on value of fisheries resources for stakeholders in the local area,
therefore sustainable fisheries resources exploitation is further enhanced thereafter.
Consequently, these worthy activities should be undertaken at other water bodies across

country similarly.
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
