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Abstract

Research Ultilization: Audio Description as a pedagogy of teacher's school for the
blind is a qualitative research. This research is a Participant Action Research ( PAR) .
The objectives of the study are (1) to study and understand the design of audio description
teaching materials for teachers in the school for the blinds in different ways (2) to develop a
plan to use audio description as a pedagogy that can be applied to the school for the blind
and inclusive school, and (3) to study the process and content of the training in order to
return the information to the sample groups and the stakeholders involved. Data were
collected using the following methods: (1) Document analysis (2) Non-participant
observation (3) In-depth interviews (4) Instruction Media analysis, and (5) Focus
groups. The samples were teachers from the school for the blinds and inclusive schools,
including teachers who teach regular courses and resource teachers. This research is
based on the result of other research studies which were the development of teaching
materials for teacher of school for the blinds, and research studies related to the production
and creation of audio description for TV shows that focuses on communication with the

mass. However, this research focuses on teachers who communicate with blind students.

The results can be summarized as follows: (1) the development of new personal media: The
results show that the content of the training required for the production of audio description
teaching materials consists of: Part 1 Getting to know basic information of audio description
and Part 2 audio description production skills, which consists of script writing and
describing. However, the training sessions in the future should be organized into small
groups, and content design should match the cost of the training better. (2) Working with
groups that directly support the blinds, which are teachers in the school for the blinds and
teachers in the inclusive school, stakeholders, including the National Electronics and
Computer Technology Center (NECTEC) and personnel in educational institutions including
lecturers and students who interested in audio description: The co-operation of various
parties are useful because audio description are considered an innovation in Thailand. The
body of knowledge is scattered, so several parties need to come together to share ideas to
create new knowledge. (3) the use of research to for empowerment: this research is to

expand the capacity of teachers involved in teaching blind students to be able to spread the



knowledge in the usage of effective teaching materials. (4) the benefits of this research in
creating new knowledge: Audio description is considered a new knowledge in Thailand. The
first movement was the production of audio description programs to be used in the mass
media. But this study is an effort to create the knowledge of audio description for use in
classroom. It was found that the adaptation of meaning of audio description from the mass
media to classroom are different in two ways. (1) the audio description must stick to the core
concept, which is not describing beyond the displayed images. Teaching materials must not
take over real teachers, but it is the teacher’s duty to determine how much audio description
will be used to assist the teaching. (2) It is also the teacher’s duty to determine how much

audio description will accompany other teaching materials.
