‘Health communication in local area regarding dengue hemorrhagic fever through
magazine’ is a project that applies a research result, which is supported by The Thailand
Research Fund (TRF), to enhance learning and to spread to community. The project aims to
(1) publicize the area-based research findings funded by TRF throughout community or
local people as receivers as well as mass communication students as senders, (2) develop
understanding of and undertake certain media through the process of information seeking,
audience analysis, agenda setting, design, and presentation with respect to dengue
hemorrhagic fever and (3) create a communication tool in order to encourage the target
audience and to raise the awareness of the disease which is considered a sustainable
prevention.

The project reveals that the participants can learn, understand, and create a
magazine entitled WELL BEING MAGAZINE through information seeking with various stages
including planning, meeting, need analysis, implementation, evaluation, and adjustment.
Upon reaching the completion, the students distribute the magazine accounting for 1,300
copies to target groups working for hospital, public health, academic institution, and those
who are interested residing (1) inside and (2) outside Nakhon Si Thammarat. Moreover, the
students have published the information via the Internet by accessing social media;
Facebook and website for the purpose of employing the research results in practical.
Therefore, as a young communicator, the students have followed the process of magazine
which outlines dengue hemorrhagic fever in a shared space between the students; senders
and the locals; receivers.

Also, WELL BEING MAGAZINE benefits a wide range of aspects including academic,

policy, public and community.
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
