Project “Knowledge Management about Police Administration and Relevant Laws
of ASEAN Countries for Public Safety”

Issue related to crime have changed rapidly and affected public safety. The
research in the project “A Comparative Study of Police Administration and Laws in the
ASEAN Countries for Public Safety” has produced knowledge and insight about police
organizations in ASEAN member states and operations-related lessons. The finding and
the management of such knowledge were disseminated to public and private sectors,
including agencies in the criminal justice system, agencies affiliated with the Royal Thai
Police, and the general public. The results are useful for the development of policing and
the criminal justice system and will also serve as reference documents for both domestic
and international educational institutions.

The researchers have synthesized, composed, and organized the content of the
results of the project “A Comparative Study of Police Administration and Laws in the
ASEAN Countries for Public Safety” into books box set, both in print books and e-books
(PDF), which are composed of 11 books. Book 1-10 concern police administration and
relevant laws for public safety in Brunei Darussalam, the Kingdom of Cambodia, the
Republic of Indonesia, Lao People's Democratic Republic, Malaysia, the Union of
Myanmar, the Republic of the Philippines, the Republic of Singapore, the Kingdom of
Thailand, and the Socialist Republic of Vietnam, respectively. Book 11 provides details
