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Abstract

Corruption is a highly complex problem. It presents itself in different forms under different
contexts. Designing effective and efficient anti-corruption procedures requires thorough
understandings of problems, of different perspectives on the same problems, and of contexts
which both contribute to and impede anti-corruption efforts. Thus, integrating academic
knowledge into practices through participatory action research methodology is essential to
fostering potential of Thai anti-corruption ecosystem Research results are applied to field
experiments. Then, results from the fieldwork are studied and presented to anti-corruption
organisations so they can drive their efforts further. The body of knowledge gained is also made
available to the public in order to create social impact, provide updates, and cultivate awareness
so they become Active Citizen. These are the main objectives of Corruption-Free Thailand
Collaboration Management Project, which integrates body of knowledge leant from 11 projects
and pass it on to the society, equipping them with tools to help create truly corruption-free

society.
