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Project of the formulation of a roadmap of strategic research on national interest on
marine resources and maritime security (SRl 7) launched by three objectives as the
followings:-

1. Collect and synthesize the current state — of - the - art of research work made
available on national interest on marine resources and maritime security;

2. Propose research questions regarding national interest that is relevant to the
direction of the national strategy on maritime zone of the country and also to what related
agencies and groups needed; and

3. Recommend framework and guideline of the approach to be employed in further
conducting research concerning national strategy regarding maritime zone and also marine

national security.

The Project is mainly developed and done by reviewing research made available
already related and also organizing meetings amongst those senior officials from agencies
involved, those from education sector, and all stakeholders from various sectors,

communities and groups as many as the Project can reach them.

Received by these research approaches using the Project is that guideline for further
research.
The Project finds that passiveness is obviously found in the research made available

already many more than those with an aspect of activeness.
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Moreover, as far as concerned to survey and review current related laws and
strategies, the Project finds that they are outdated.

Consequently, the Project SRI7 realized that it is a must for the state to work
actively, from now on, on formulating national marine policy within three years (2016 -
2018). The policy to be formed will be based firmly on the principle of sustainable
management of the maritime national interest. All dimensions, that is to say, economic,

social, environment, and security, will be taken into consideration.

Objectives of the Roadmap SRI 7 recommended by the Project are composed of four
areas as the followings:-

1. Further research and develop body of knowledge on maritime zone of Thailand,;

2. Introduce those research findings, results and recommendations to circle of policy
makers so that research will be beneficial and used concretely;

3. Create networks of new researchers and assisting and coaching them to become
more capable;

4. Develop and maintain database.

In order to execute what are drawn in the Roadmap can be divided into five levels
as the followings:-

Level 1 Prepare basic information and initiate research agenda to new generation of
researchers;

Level 2 Build a marine knowledge platform;

Level 3 Work on capacity building such as organizing public debates etc,;

Level 4 Make things received from the working as drawn in the Roadmap become; and

Level 5 Draw a template of Thailand national maritime policy.

Further research agenda suggested by the Project can be divided into 5 ones:-

1. On government, administration, and management;

2. On various perspective, especially economic one, such as economic measures;

3. Some in-depth research questions;

4. Besides research on large scale, area-based research is needed for some certain
space and problems; and

5. Many others questions which can be identified by activities in maritime zone.
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Priority made to further research will be organized in terms if periods of time. It can
be divided into 3 periods of time as the followings:-

Short term (1-3 years) — Those research to be done within 3 years are those
considered as urgent and crucial issues and that research findings and recommendations can
be useful such as international conventions, economic values taken from fishery and
tourism etc;

Medium term (3-5 years) — Those research to be conducted within 5 years are those
not as urgent as the previous one but needed so as to prevent and respond to problems.
Issues regarding new threats in maritime zone, conflicts of interests between groups and
agencies; and

Long term (more than 5 years) Those research considered as complicate and

vulnerable ones such as security.
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
