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ABSTRACT

Business disruption becomes new normal in many industries. This phenomenon
is driven by significantly enhanced products and serviced delivered by brilliant startup
firms. To have an excellence startup company, therefore, directly benefits customers as
it can be interpreted that some problems are now better solved. From economic
management perspective, to support corporates engaging in startup related activities
will equip them with new source of innovations and will help them stay competitive.
Scalable startups can expand globally as well as can prevent foreign startups to
penetrate into domestic market.

To promote startups usually requires ecosystem’s based approach. In Southeast
Asia, Singapore and Malaysia has more experience in startup ecosystem development.
Obviously, they had applied lessons learned from other leading ecosystems especially
from Israel and Chile. As the issue is currently one of the most focused policies of Thai's
government, to synthesize lessons learned and to apply appropriately with Thailand’
context will be very useful in certain degree for policy recommendation. However, this
should be done with the awareness that no one can re-establish Silicon Valley, the world
leading startup’s factory, by just dropping relevant components into its existing
infrastructure. Rather, ones should act as startup by carefully designing, acting, and

adjusting with rapidly changing environments.
