Abstract
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Oceans and seas play important roles in human utilization of coastal and
marine resources globally in the past, present and future. The growing number of
maritime activities and increasing degradation of marine environment have been
called for ocean economy or blue economy which emphasizes greener and more
sustainable and inclusive economic path. Ocean economy is important globally,
regionally and nationally as oceans and seas cover about 70 percent of the earth’s
surface. Ocean economy has greatly contributed to Thailand’s economy for a long
time, and will continue to increase in the future. However, the national net benefit is
much less than what it is supposed to be. This fact stimulated the conduct of this
comprehensive research project which aimed to obtain an appropriate net benefit
both in terms of monetary and non-monetary for Thailand. The project entitled
“Thailand’s  Marine  National Interest Project: State and Management
Recommendations for Prosperity, Security and Sustainability” which was conducted
by applying the DPSIR framework to understand the state of Thailand Marine
Interests (TMI) from the past to present. Then, various levels of policy
recommendations were identified and reviewed by various groups of stakeholders i.e.
experts, academics, and local communities. These were done by organizing a series
of meetings of specific groups and finally a public hearing. This was strongly
suggested that TMI consisting of both marine and coastal economy (monetary value
derived from marine activities) and marine and coastal health (non-monetary value
of marine and coastal resources and environment). The result of the study showed
that most TMI only gained from marine area under national jurisdiction. Moreover,
there was an continuing increase in marine and coastal economy while the marine
and coastal health was declining. This resulted in declining of overall TMI or declining

of the net ocean economy benefit which is too late for the management in a
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sustainable way. The circumstance called for a clear comprehensive national marine
policy for Thailand. Such policy will pave the way for gaining TMI from both marine
area under and beyond national jurisdiction, and will lead Thailand to be sustainable
development of marine and coastal resources. It was also suggested that Marine
Spatial Planning for Thailand have to be urgently implemented. It will provide an
important tool for multidisciplinary management of both marine and coastal
economy, and the ocean health to theirs appropriate fairness and efficiencies. In
addition, a set of finding from this project was used to prepare policy
recommendations via the parallel project which was entitled “Thailand’s Marine
National Interest Project: Brief Policy Recommendations on Emerging Issues”. This
project will be submitted directly to concerned government agencies to be
incorporated into the National Reform Plan and the 20 Year National Strategy (2018-
2037).
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
