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Abstract

The four-year strategic plan of Thailand Research Fund (TRF) (2014-2017) highlighted the importance
of a research funding and management system that is responsive to the national agenda. The “Strategy
Research Issues — SRI” was therefore introduced and tasked with the responsibility to generate knowledge
about old and new development challenges addressed by the national agenda. The SRI also serves as
another research stream that integrates research and development initiatives undertaken by several TRF

units and programs.

At present, national development is steered by the “Stability, Prosperity and Sustainability” vision of
Thailand 20-Year National Strategy (2017-2036), the 12" National Economic and Social Development Plan
(2017-2021) which is a medium-term plan, and Thailand 4.0 Policy that aims for an overall restructuring and
reform of the economy to transform Thailand to be a knowledge and innovation-based economy. In addition,
the Government has endorsed the Sustainable Development Goals (SDG) which are in line with Thailand’s
development plans and strategies. The SRI's 12 frameworks are designed to highlight strategic issues that

are most crucial for moving Thailand toward these visions and goals.

The SRI synthesis report aims to present the knowledge and other outputs produced within the SRI
stream after 3 years in operation. The report will show how the knowledge and other outputs can support
the implementation of the national strategy, plan, and policy, and to help the Thai society handle the
challenges of the changing world.  As much of the knowledge generated under the SRI system is a
continuation of research undertaken in preceding periods, this report also includes related works completed

during the last 5 years archived in the TRF’s e-Library.
