Abstract

This research project is funded by Thailand Research Fund (TRF). It aims to
study factors affecting the decision to act dishonestly, focusing on monitoring and
transparency, and to offer policy recommendations to improve anti-corruption
measure. The project employs controlled field experiment as a research tool by
creating a simulation in which samples are assigned to find spelling errors in typing
exams of a secretary training school. In the beginning of experiment, each participant
receives 300 Baht, of which 200 Baht is wage and additional of 5 Baht per each
spelling error that one finds. The participants do not know that there are only 10
spelling mistakes in the exam. In this project, dishonest action means (1) misreporting
about the number of spelling mistakes that one finds and spending time less than
the benchmarked time to quickly get money without completing the task (shirking),

and (2) collecting more money than one deserves.

The samples are 425 undergraduate students from various universities. The
samples are divided into four groups of treatments, in which different levels of
monitoring and transparency are input. The results show that transparency has
significant effect on the decision to be honest, while participants respond
indifferently to the different levels of monitoring. Moreover, the grade point average
(GPA) and experience to bribery have significant correlation with dishonest action in

this research.
