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Abstract

As a member of the Convention on the Law of the Sea 1982, it is required for
Thailand to implement all obligations as set forth in the Convention. However, this research
finds that there are approximately unimplementable 90 provisions, which requisite to be
clarified by other Convention and international organization resolutions. The aforementioned
provisions can be divided into 4 categories.

The first of which is a provision that requires reference from international standard
and resolutions adopted under the auspices of the competent international organizations.
For implementing the provision in this category, it is necessary for Thailand to stipulate
domestic law in conformity with such standards and resolutions.

The second is a provision that state member requires some details, or picks and
chooses in case of a non-member of the Convention, in proceeding an implementation and
completing substance of the concerned subject matters.

The third is a provision that imposes state member to corporate with other state
members in adopting relevant international rules, or establish center for such corporation in
regional and sub-regional levels.

The fourth is a provision that empowers an organ under the Convention to adopt
regulation required for its function.

To precisely implement the Convention, it is necessary to thoroughly understand the

differences between these 4 categories.
