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“Civil society and Strengthening the local good governance for developing a
system and its mechanism in preventing corruption: A case study of Nakhon

Ratchasima province”

Abstract

The objectives of the research are to scrutinize the situation of good
governance, to find cooperation for developing mechanism and enhancing good
governance, also to develop people and model organizations in order to prevent
corrupt practices in the local administrative organizations, educational institutions and
civil society in Nakhon Ratchasima Province. The methodology employed participatory
action research.

The research found that the local administrative organization held many forms
of corrupt practices. False evidences were made to align with the audit process. In
educational section, there were several cases of misconduct in bidding of the football
pitches and the procurement. The civil society section played the role of examining
the government administrations such as distribution of the budget, procurement and
bidding. The finding also suggested that implementation of good governance required
more access to information and improvement of internal control as well as citizen
feedback for complaint system. For administration regarding good governance, the
result revealed that the corrupt practices in Nakhon Ratchasima Province have not
been lessened.

The findings regarding mechanic development being implemented to create
a good governance and prevent the practices of corruption is divided into three
sections 1) The Local Administrative Organizations participating in the study promoted
the creation of good governance at the provincial level. 2) Educational institutions
which took part in the project created a learning process which arose from participating
in the research. There were internal conferences within the organization and awareness
was developed by advancing schools and integrating good governance into the
school’s procedure 3) The civil society of Nakhon Ratchasima Province created a wider

network to screen corrupt practices.



To reduce the corrupt practices, the implementation of conscience in
individuals, the process of increasing individual self value and the close supervision

should be continuously enforced.
