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ABSTRACT

The purposes of the study were to studying Thai laws concern about inspection and
certification of food product for import and export. To study the inspection and certification
system of Thai food import and export product. To study the trade agreement and international
law relating to the inspection and certification system of food product import and export. To
study applying of the CCFICS system for inspection and certificate of imported and exported food
product on Thai food standard and international standard. Data was analyzed using primary data
and secondary data from literature review and interview those of involved and expert. To analyze
and develop inspection and certification system for import and export Thai food under
international standard. This paper focus on 3 trading partner are Asian country, United State and
Europe Union. There are specific regulation are Mutual Recognition Arrangement: MRA, Food
Safety Modernization Act: FSMA and EU White Paper on Food Safety.

The finding indicated that the changing of regulation for import and export of 3 trading
partner result to Thailand have to change regulation and comply with international standard. This
paper make a comparison CCFICS system between model countries is Republic of Ireland which
is a country of high quality of product certificate system and the best of CCFICS system with
Thailand. These information show that Thailand have problems of the certificate system 7 issue.
Including 1) Issue of law enforcement capability. 2) Issue of policy and strategy relate to auditing
and certification systems. 3) Issue of redundant work procedures between government agencies
and using duplicate documents. 4) Issues regarding the lack of mechanisms to drive policy and
integration of government agencies. 5) Institutional issues 6) Inadequacy of resources related to
food inspection and certification systems and 7) Lack of access to information for food inspection
and certification systems related to joint trade agreements and international law.

Contribution of this paper is guidelines for the development of inspection and certification
systems for Thai food products to meet international standards. These guidelines for short-term,
including 1) There should be a policy to encourage entrepreneurs to change the production of
final production standards into the quality management of production from upstream to
downstream. 2) Prepare for the legal structure of electronic business operations. 3) Establish
commitments. Co-operation of the agency and 4) Promote knowledge by arranging training or
seminars for entrepreneurs and personnel related to continuous export control. These guidelines
for long-term, including 1) Conduct a review of international best practices in risk analysis and

establish a database of food risks for all countries. 2) Expand the ability to inspect and certify the



country and 3) should have data links between agencies related to food safety warnings of
Thailand.
