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Abstract

Yala Province have a unique and high value of resources such as agriculture,
livestock, culture, and tourist attractions. However, after the new unrest of the southern
border provinces in 2004, Yala became an area that most Thai people difficult to access.
This study emphasized on collecting information about the unique and high value of
resources of Yala Province in order to further the development plans to protect, develop,
disseminate and promote the utilization for career and increase the sustainable income
of local people. The methodology of this study is qualitative research including collective
data from synthesis documents, in-depth interviews with key informants of the study area
are plants, livestock, culture, historical sites and tourist attractions in the context of the
production process, nurture, and market perceptions. The conceptual framework of the
study is the local identity concept combine analysis with the VRIO framework conceptual

model. Finally, to promote further suitable policy to resources.

The study results of 3 factors analysis including stories, production process, and
market perceptions can divide the unique resources of Yala Province into 8 groups: (A)
distinctive stories, easy production process, and good market perceptions, the policies
proposed for this criteria are increasing PR of stories via social media such as movies, and
establishing the museum. (B) distinctive stories, easy production process, and bad market
perceptions, the policies proposed for these criteria are increasing PR of stories via social
media in varies forms such as movies, establishing the museum. (C) distinctive stories,
difficult production process, and good market perceptions, the policies proposed for these
criteria are promoting production such as training old entrepreneurs, supporting new
entrepreneurs, and conducting on online marketing. (D) distinctive stories, difficult
production process, and bad market perceptions, the policies proposed for these criteria
are increasing PR of stories via social media such as movies, and promoting tourism
integration. (E) uninteresting stories, difficult production process, and good market
perceptions, the policies proposed for these criteria are promoting tourism integration,
and increasing PR via social media. (F) uninteresting stories, easy production process, and
good market perceptions, the policy proposed for this criterion is creating a new story with
storytelling technic such as integration culture and traditional food. (G) uninteresting
stories, difficult production process, and bad market perceptions avoid investment. (H)

uninteresting stories, easy production process, and bad market perceptions, the policy



proposed for this criterion is promoting commercial marketing and creating a new story

with storytelling technic such as integration culture and traditional food.
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
