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Abstract

The objectives of this research are to (1) analyze the population, health, education and trade of Yala, Pattani
and Narathiwat provinces, and (2) develop the database of population, health, education and trade of Yala, Pattani and
Narathiwat provinces by using secondary and primary data. Primary data are obtained from the 500 sample households
in Yala province and in-depth interviews with relevant parties.

In terms of population, the secondary data shows that in the year 2019 Yala province had a total population of
536,330 people, with 167,137 households and a population density of 111.11 people per square kilometer, which is lower
than the density of Southern and Thailand. Considering by district, it is found that each district had a different population
and density. The proportion of men and women were 49.76% and 50.24 percent, respectively, with an average age of
31.92 years. The population pyramid chart of Yala Province had a broad base, with a population of children (under 15
years) accounting for 25.76 percent. Labor force population (aged 15 years and over) was 74.24 percent and the old
population (aged 60 years and over) was 11.98 percent. The average household members were 3 people, higher than
that of the average household members in the southem region and Thailand. However, primary data from the 500 sample
households shows that Yala province had an average household membership of 4.73 people per household. The average
age of the household members were 32.88 years old. The sample are all Thais. They are divided into 94.30 percent Islam,
and 5.70 percent Buddhism. Most of the head of the households are farmers. The average income of the household
heads was 109,666.71 Baht per person per year, while the average income of the working-age household members was
82,529.65 Baht per person per year.

In terms of public health, Yala province had more beds per population than the Southern standards but less
than the Thai standards. The number of ICU beds per population was better than the Suthern standard and the Thai
standard. The ratio of doctors to beds is inferior to the Southern standards and the Thai standards. Also, Yala province
had a better occupancy rate than the Southern standard but equal to the Thai national standard. Meanwhile, the number
of doctors per population, dentists per population, and the number of pharmacists per population were inferior to the
Southern standard, the Thai standard, as well as the world standard. The number of professional nurses per population
wer better than the Southern standard but inferior to the Thai and world standards. The most common cause of death
was a viral immunodeficiency disease (HIV) and respiratory tuberculosis. In non-communicable diseases, it was found that
the mortality rate with 4 diseases, high blood pressure, diabetes, stroke, and bronchitis, emphysema were better than
Southern standards and Thailand standards. While, the mortality rate of ischemic heart disease was inferior to the Southern
standards and the Thai standards. In addition, new rates of diabetes, new cases of cardiovascular disease, new high rates
of hypertension, and new rates of stroke were better than the Southem standards and Thai standards. The mortality rate
for newborns, less than or equal to 28 days, in the fiscal year 2019, in Yala province, was 1.61 per 1,000 live births, better
than the Southern standards, as well as Thai standards. Vaccination coverage for children aged 1, 2, and 3 years was
inferior to the Southem standard and the Thai standard. However, vaccination coverage for children aged 5 years was
better hat the Southern standards, but inferior to Thai standards. It is found that households without electricity accounted
for 1.01 percent. Besides, there were some households using rainwater and water from rivers, streams or canals for drinking

or cooking

In terms of education, Yala Province had a total of 1,060 institutions. There were 204,747 students and 15,985
educational workforces. National Educational Testing (O-NET) for Grade Grade 6 and Grade 12 in 2017 and 2018, were
inferior to the region standards and Thai standards. As for the national educational tests on Islamic studies (I-NET), in 2017
and 2018, the overall grade of the Yala province was better than the region standards and Thai standards. In terms of
trade, it was found that Yala's economy relies mainly on agriculture. In 2017, the value of agricultural products accounted
for 31.93 percent of the gross domestic product of Yala at the annual price. The most important agricultural products of
Yala are rubber, fruit trees (durian, mangosteen, longkong), oil palm and rice, respectively.
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
