ABSTRACT

The research project “Policy related to Large Scale Farming, Pesticide, Plant Variety
Protection and its impact to Inequality in Agriculture Sector” aimed to analyze the
problem of inequality of modern agricultural policy which was pushed by Thai
agricultural corporations through the National Peacekeeping Council (NCPO) in 2014.
The research covered many issues namely; the use of government budgets and
public resources, the inequality situation between small farmer and the companies
and including the impact of health and community environment.  The researcher
made a proposal to change Thailand agricultural landscape that focus on growing
five commercial crops: sugar cane, corn, rubber, cassava and oil palm to the
Ecological Agriculture which focus on the integrated farming, tropical fruit trees and
traditional plants and herbs. Through a process that focuses on building political will
at various levels, wide public participation and taking into account the good quality

of life of smallholder farmers and farm workers.
