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UNAALINIHIDINGY (Abstract)

Thailand as one of the members of United Nations has committed to participate in the Post-2015
development agenda under the project “Transforming our world: the 2030 Agenda for sustainable
development” to achieve 17 Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs). This international commitment has
been translated to the local National Strategic Plan, which has prioritized 30 targets (out of 169 targets) from

the 17 goals to take immediate action.

This study aims to explore the current status of the targets and indicators relating finance and trade
under the “Goal 17: Strengthen the means of implementation and revitalize the Global Partnership for
Sustainable Development” (17.1-17.5 and 17.10-17.12). The eight targets contribute to strengthening the
2030 Agenda for sustainable development's means of implementation in terms of finance and trade. The
study starts by (re-)defining the definitions of the relevant targets and indicators; and evaluate the suitability

and applicability of those targets and indicators in the context of Thailand.

The study employs both qualitative and quantitative approaches to analyze information and data
from various sources including international and national policy documents, and relevant macro-economic
data. The results from the analysis demonstrate the interlinkage between interested targets (17.1-17.5 and
17.10-17.12) and targets under other goals (Goal 1 - Goal 16). The findings are used to recommended
prioritization of those interested targets. The findings suggest that the primary focus should be on target

17.3. Then the focus should be on target 17.1, target 17.11, target 17.2, and target 17.4 respectively.

The interlinkage and prioritization are used to form policy recommendations to achieve the Goal
17 in the aspects of finance and trade. This study does not only suggest policy recommendation, but also

provide suggestion on data collection and the analysis method for prioritizing targets under other SDGs.
